Welcome:  Meeting was brought to order by Martin Doss, President at 7:30 pm

President Doss thanked everyone for coming out, and then turned the meeting over to Danielle Maddox for a short presentation concerning Hats Off to Parks 2013 and Newtown CT Memorial Playground.   The event is a fundraiser for the Newtown Memorial Playground that will be built at Park Road Park to replace the current playground.  Pinewood Elementary students worked to design the park.   The park is expected to run around 225 thousand dollars.   The Means Don and JoAnn, and President Doss are on the Steering Committee for the project along with staff from Park and Recreation.

Hats Off to Parks 2013

Newtown CT Memorial Playground

Each year Mecklenburg County Park and Recreation holds its Hats Off to Parks event.  The event is held to raise funds for special park projects that could not be completed otherwise. In the past 2 years proceeds from the event have given us the opportunity to build a playground in the Lincoln Heights neighborhood and have gone towards helping us open up access to the Clarks Creek Nature Preserve.

Code Enforcement: Supervisor Jerry Green and Inspector Jessica Cummings 
On March 14th,   2013, President Doss & VP Means went down to the Government Center to meet with Code Enforcement Manager Ben Krise, Councilman Andy Dulin, Supervisors Jerry Green, Eugene Bradley and Jane Taillon Administrative Officer II at their request to discuss their plan for addressing the numerous curb it violations in our community over recent weeks.  Part of their plan revealed that day was to come out to our next meeting.  That it is why they were present at our HOA meeting this month.  President Doss turned the floor over to the codes staff.  
Jerry Green began by stating that since January 2013 Code Enforcement has been receiving approximately 80-100 complaints per week in our neighborhood.  The majority of these complaints were curb it issues yard waste, and rollout containers, and some bulk.  On March 21st code enforcement canvassed the Madison Park neighborhood and addressed all complaints found at that time with the goal of just educating the residents.   They literally went door to door on violations and spoke with residents to educate them on curb it rules.    Jessica Cummings indicated that she has gone street by street and through field observations (most recently this past week where she still had over 80 violations).  Her current method of addressing is to leave door hangers, which can sometimes be ineffective, or take a picture and send it along with a letter through the mail.  If residents continue to be in violation of the city ordinance then the next step is the issuance of a citation.  Items observed include rollouts on street either before allowed placement schedule, or left past midnight on pick up day. Also she is addressing rollouts not stored properly (meaning in the front set back), yard waste, etc.  She is looking at these on a case-by-case basis and tries to work with residents.  She is currently doing weekly street-by-street field observations of the neighborhood and surrounding areas neighborhoods.

A resident asked about proper rollout trash containers placement direction on the street and was told that the handles should be facing toward the house by President Doss.  He also mentioned after someone was asking about the 3 feet separation that roll cans, yard waste and curb items each should be at least 3 feet apart.  If you are going to be out of town ask a neighbor to put your trash out and/or bring it back off the street for you.  That is the best way to avoid an issue.   The HOA suggested this back in our Feb. 2013 minutes as we knew this increase enforcement effort was going to take place in our community; it was an effort by us to bring the level of our appearance back up after complaints from across our boundaries.   The problem with doing a few complaints here and there by various people week after week, and codes having to come out and see the issue lead to an explosion of violations with curb it border wide.   There was not a single block in our entire community that did not have violations when the effort began.  
Issues discussed included yard waste (tree trimmings, yard waste, etc.), toilets, mattresses, etc.  Some residents that received letters of violations did not feel that the city ordinances are intended to address some issues, and wanted to know how we have a balance.  Jessica Cummings indicated that as the code inspector she does have discretion on enforcement and does try to work with residents.  As a neighborhood she feels we need to figure out what we should focus on.  The answer is simple any of the code violations.  As an example she indicated bulky items are an issue and must be called in for pickup.  Residents must call 311 to schedule a pickup of these items.  Other issues that are consistently occurring must be addressed as well.  President Doss said that Codes jobs is simply to enforce the codes that are on the books from past City Leaders, and that code staff  should not be blamed for doing their job.  Curb it is 3 parts bulk, yard waste, and cans.  The city did not rank them one worse than the other. They are all part of the top 10 nuisances per the city of charlotte web site.  We also can’t control nor do we try to control what citizens choose to put in the 311 system.  Every citizens has a right to use the system as they deem fit.   Another attendee stated that the HOA does not have any rules, and that we do no enforcement.  That is true as we are not in the enforcement business.  However we do use the 311 system as citizens have been encourage to do by the City of Charlotte to report potential problems for Codes to investigate.  What we do mainly is try to educate through our web site and meetings by having speakers from the city come out that can educate everyone to the rules.   You can go on line and read the minutes back to 2002, and see this to be the truth.  You can see how many times just these curb it issues have come up from city speakers over the years.  

A resident asked about what the average numbers of calls were prior to the start of this year.  Jessica indicated they are about 20 per week.  President Doss referenced the entry table at our meeting entrance with codes booklets, curb it booklets, and 311 materials that were provided to us by the City of Charlotte.   He stated at the meeting, and then had our 2002 President Ted Peters verify, that this stuff with curb it we have discussed and pushed out to our e-mail list, and placed on our web site for more than a decade.  It is not anything new that anyone that keeps up or participates with us does not already know in our community.   Supervisor Jerry Green stated we had over 3000 houses in Madison Park.  President Doss corrected him as he had already recently explained to the codes department, when they included Selwyn Park in their first sweep, that we have 1750 detached single residential homes. 
We had three 1st time attendees out of 44 present that had complaints because they received correction letters from the city.   We had two others regular members including one of our HOA board members that stated they received letters.   Our member said he just failed to get one of his cans off the street that day and it was his fault.  He was picked up in that days sweep by Jessica.   Our board member said the letter was a bit upsetting, but then she realized she was in the wrong, and these things affect the way our community looks.   Another person simply stated, “Do the right thing and you will not have to worry about it.”   The right thing is what more than 1600 of our residents manage to do every single week.  It really does affect the way our community looks.  The City of Charlotte has deemed what the others are doing by not following the curb it rules as a nuisance.  We just call them code cases.  Sure it is not the most convenient thing to put your yard waste out the day prior, or always roll your cans out or remove them, or place your bulk on the curb the correct day, but it does make the neighborhood look so much better when we all do it.  The city says the codes are on the books to keep our neighborhoods looking their best.  It makes perfect sense.  Just drive out streets and look at sections with no curb it violations.  You can’t help but see the difference in the curb appeal.  
One attendee that had received a violation for putting her yard waste out neatly on Sunday according to her, (a clear violation) stated she had to get up before 6 am to drag her yard waste out now.  Codes did not correct that misinterpretation.   President Doss explained that actually for yard waste you can place it at the curb the day prior starting at 12:01 am until 6:30 am pick up day, and she would not be out of code.   Bulk must be scheduled, and cannot be out prior to 24 hours before pickup per codes. 
A resident also commented on signs in yards within the city right of way.  He had received a letter for a sign, and then one for yard waste.  He said he was going to continue to do what he wished and was not happy about the letters sent him by the city.     

The following information is provided for clarification on what the codes say regarding these subjects being provided as a tool to you from the HOA, since our speakers did not seem to try and educate those in attendance to why they received letters that they were in violation. This info and other issues discussed during the meeting from the City of Charlotte Codes has been provided in detail on our web site for years.   We also just shared the City of Charlotte common nuisance in detail including photos/examples at our Feb. 2013 meeting.   Those were then sent out to hundreds of residents on our distribution list.     
Codes did say they will continue to do their detail sweeps.   To avoid violations make sure to put things out the day prior, and get the cans off the night of pickup.  If you are not able to get your can in and out for physical reasons consider using the disability service.  You must apply and have a letter from your doctor. Call 311 to start that process.   These recent cases are for the most part “made” cases by the inspectors, meaning they are not coming from your neighbors or necessarily the HOA at the current time.  Codes is driving our streets and seeing these issues with their own eyes.  That really is the best way for them to address the issues.  What they were doing was simply not working. 
City of Charlotte Curb It Rules / Fines

Common Nuisances / Fines call 311 to Report   
Yard Waste Tips
Bulky Items How To Schedule
Garbage Pick Up Instructions
Residents that have issues with code related problems are encouraged as always to use the 311 system to have the city address potential violators.   You can do it online or over the phone.   There is no need to use your name.  The reason is the city must verify the problem, as they will not take any action without witnessing the violation.  
 

Sec. 10-212. - Signs within public rights-of-way and on public property. 

Signs cannot be placed within 11 feet of the edge of the pavement, in medians, in traffic islands, on utility poles, on sidewalks, on sign posts, on bridges, or any other right of way within City limits. Sign types include but are not limited to advertising, real estate/development, garage sale, and campaign signs.

Penalty. Violation of this section shall subject the responsible person who placed the signs, handbills, advertisements or other matter or caused them to be placed (in accordance with subsection (c)) to a civil penalty as follows: 

For the first through fifth violations by the responsible person, $100.00 per sign, handbill, advertisement or other matter in violation;

For the sixth through tenth violations by the responsible person, $500.00 per sign, handbill, advertisement or other matter in violation; and

For eleventh and all future violations by the responsible person, $1,000.00 per sign, handbill, advertisement or other matter in violation.
Hopefully more and more people that are not following the rules of the city will start, and do their part to keep our neighborhood looking its very best, for the good of everyone.  The sign rules above are the exact reason the last several years the HOA always tells our members with our meeting signs to make sure they are back 11 feet off the curb.   If we follow the code enforcement rules it should even help those neighbors trying to sell their homes out, by showing their buyers a clean organized community.

Officer Katie Schwartz provided guidance to residents with the weather now warming up which included: 

· If someone comes to your door and you do not recognize or get a feeling something is not right, do not answer the door.  Let them know your not interested and they need to leave your property.  Have your phone with you so that you can call 911 if needed and let the police handle.

· Make sure you doors and windows are locked.   This includes doors to garages, sheds, and other out buildings.

· If you enter into any agreement for work to be done make sure you put it in writing, including the name of the contractor, their address and phone number, all details of what is to be done, agreed price and payment.  This will help the police to investigate if needed.  However, many times these issues end up in civil court.

· Copper theft from homes is on the rise again.  Keep a lookout for anything strange at neighborhood homes for sale, your neighbor’s home when they are away and report to the police.

· The police are observing more and more of the CMPD Auto decals, which helps CMPD know which vehicles belong in the neighborhood.

· Officer Katie will not be at next months meeting as she will be participating in the police bike ride to Washington DC. 

· Officer Katie also expressed her gratitude to the residents and Madison Park HOA for our nomination of her for the 2013 Community Police Award.  She is a finalist and her interview is this Thursday, April 11th. 

A resident asked about signs she has seen in other communities which read “NO Solicitation”.  Madison Park HOA cannot put up these type signs since we do not have covenants.  Additionally, this is hard to enforce.  A resident can put on their own door a sign if they desire.  Code does state that there is no solicitation from Dusk to Dawn.

Tyvola Sidewalk was hand trimmed and shoveled by city crews from Park Road to Farmbrook Drive on 3/20/13.  All the overgrowth and build up was removed from the walk. We had a resident concerned last fall about the walk.  President Doss passed the info to CDOT.  The walk is great now for the 1st time in years.

Open Discussion / Issues / Concerns

A resident wants to remind all residents of the neighborhood that the City of Charlotte does have leash laws.  If residents have issues they can call 311 and take pictures to show the police of the problem.   President Doss did say he agrees we have people that don’t follow this law, nor do they all pick up their dogs waste.   It is really not something the HOA can enforce.  Again we have no rules.  We simply follow the rules of the city and let the city address any potential issues.  A resident with a concern is best served by calling 311, and addressing it with animal control.  
We had a couple of new members that paid dues at our meeting.  Thanks to everyone that showed up including the three of you that came with your complaints.  You are entitled to your opinions, I just don’t happen to agree with you.
