
CITY OF OAKLAND PARK - RECOMMENDED TREE LIST Adopted March 2006

Please note: All swale trees and palms must be planted at least 7' 6" from fire hydrants, 4' from
storm sewer catch basins and 2' from sidewalks.
Swale trees and palms must be planted at least 6' from uncurbed roads and 3' from curbed 
roads.
Swale trees and palms must not be planted in the clear sight triangles at intersections and 
at driveways.
