CodeRED Alert System is Coming to Lebanon

The CodeRED alert system has been implemented and is available immediately for the citizens of Lebanon, Oregon.
What is CodeRED?  It is a system designed to alert citizens of emergencies near their residence or business.  It gives the Lebanon Police Department the ability to deliver pre-recorded emergency telephone notifications and informational messages to the citizens of Lebanon.  Emergency notifications might include information concerning a natural disaster, missing children or another significant emergency incident where there is a need to notify the public.
When an emergency or significant event occurs, the internet based system allows the Police Department to make phone calls to either selected neighborhoods or the entire city.
To be part of the CodeRED database, the Lebanon Police Department urges all individuals and businesses to log onto Lebanon’s web site, www.ci.lebanon.or.us, follow the CodeRED link to the “CodeRED Residential and Data Collection” page.  Once there, you may sign up for CodeRED notifications.  The system is only as effective and accurate as the database of numbers that it has.  All businesses and residents with unlisted phone numbers, cell phone numbers, or who have moved are being asked to provide contact information to the database through this site.
CodeRED gives those who want to be included an easy and secure method for doing so.  The information is only used for emergency notification purposes.
Those without internet access may contact Lebanon Police Department at 541-258-4339 and give their information by telephone.  Required information includes first and last name, physical street address, and primary and additional phone numbers.
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
