The University Park Home Tour will take place Sunday May 3rd, 2009, 11am – 5pm, and will feature five fabulous homes plus the Chamberlin Observatory.  This popular and blossoming neighborhood is located just south of I-25 between University and Colorado Blvd.

The first LEED-certified home in the area, 2403 S. Milwaukee Street features a Geothermal HVAC system. Considered urban transitional, this home includes beech doors, soapstone counters in the kitchen, recycled cork flooring in the wine room area and many other “green” features.  

The home at 2432 S. Clayton, a 1922 bungalow, bears the fruit of a long and loving renovation by its current owners, who purchased the home in 1992.  The bungalow was one of the last brick homes built in the area before WWII. Inexpensive, “populuxe” frame houses mushroomed around it after the war.   

Inspiration for the contemporary home at 2350 S. Monroe comes from Frank Lloyd Wright and the Denver Art Museum. This home is sure to draw a crowd with its huge 24,000 square foot lot (unusual for this neighborhood) and distinct architectural lines.

Homes at 2500 S. Cook St. and 2475 S. Clayton complete this year’s tour. 

Remember to check out the historical wonder that is the Chamberlin Observatory, located in the park at 2930 E. Warren Ave. 
Attendees may start at the school to browse a bake sale and various lunch items, register for chances to win baskets of generously donated items from area businesses, and bid on auction items. Pam Adams of Metro Brokers, Appalachian Construction and Peepers Optical, are major sponsors of this year’s tour.
