Please read….this is Beachside Watch 1 that works independent of the Bellaire community group.  It is with great hope that our area neighbors will be active members in both groups.  The primary focus  of this group would be to have prominent neighborhood watch signs and a network to report the odd things that are occurring in our neighborhood…example: unknown cars driving around and appearing to case  our homes or people knocking at 3:00 AM asking for residents that do not reside at your house etc.  It would also help neighbors with lost pets. 
The following information is from the national neighborhood watch group foundation which you can find at www.USAONWATCH.ORG which we are registered with as Beachside Watch 1.
When a neighborhood is left unchecked with fewer residents taking responsibility for their neighborhoods well being, they can become drug havens or magnets for vandalism and illegal activities. Thus, giving the criminal element a perfect time to take hold of the neighborhood.
Is our neighborhood ready to resist crime? Or is it a target for burglars, vandals and/or drug dealers.

Neighborhood watch is currently the most successful anticrime initiative in the country and the most effective and least expensive tool for restoring and maintaining a safe pleasant environment that we all want for our families.

The prevention of crime particularly involving residential neighborhoods is a responsibility that must be shared equally by law enforcement and private citizens.

Immergluck and Smith conducted a study that determined that foreclosures contribute to higher levels of violent crime.  Example foreclosure at a rate of 2.8% created a rate of violent crimes by approximately 6.7% when neighborhoods are left unchecked.
