FENCE CONSTRUCTION GUIDELINES 

Approval to construct a fence will be granted as long as the following conditions are      followed:


( Fencing is to be constructed on your property lines as shown on the boundary survey.


( Fencing should begin at least 8 feet back from the front corners of your house. 

( Fencing is to be either 4 or 6 feet in height and of stockade, shadowbox, board on board, vinyl panel, vinyl picket or aluminum picket style. Aluminum fencing will be black or white in color.  Absolutely NO chain link or wire fencing is allowed.
( Wood fencing should be natural or may have a clear waterproofing application. Fence   

can be painted or stained to color match one of the existing colors or tones of the Primary residence upon ARB approval. 

( Post and structural members are to face the interior of the lot. 

( Fencing along a drainage easement should be kept approximately 6 inches from the                                            ground to allow drainage underneath. Any fencing into the drainage easement cannot obstruct the function of the easement. If access becomes necessary, it is the responsibility of the lot owner to remove and replace the fence.  

· Fencing on corner lots will not be constructed in a fashion that obstructs the view of neighboring residential lots from the street.

( Fencing on lakefront property must be 4 feet in height, open picket style along the rear and the side fence panels should taper to 4 feet in height within the last 8 feet. 

** All fencing will be maintained in good repair at all times **
