NEIGHBORHOOD CRIME WATCH 

Recently there have been numerous reported situations of suspicious activity in and around our neighborhood. A house on Snowy Egret was broken into and property was stolen. A homeowner caught a couple of teenagers walking away from one of his cars at 2am; luckily nothing was stolen. Teenage kids are breaking into and vandalizing empty properties. Suspicious solicitors have also been harassing homeowners and have no right to be in our community. 

In order to be proactive vice reactive in this situation, the board is purposing a neighborhood crime watch group.  I call upon volunteers to be delegated as block coordinators. Please email Spencersplantation@hotmail.com with your name, address, and zone if you wish to volunteer as a coordinator. We will inform you via email if you were chosen and what to expect next.  

As seen on the next page, we have separated the neighborhood into 7 zones. If you have questions regarding your specific zone, please contact us using email above.  One block coordinator per zone will report to the Neighborhood Watch Captain monthly, or in any case of suspicious activity. The first step is to get the word out, next, once coordinators have been selected, at the next Board meeting we will invite a Clay County Sheriff to provide training on the program to us. This is a community effort. Stay vigilant, keep an eye out for your neighbors, and report any suspicious activity to the Board and or Clay County Sheriffs Office.
