                        This Defendant has been a nuisance in South Fulton and we were notified by the police of  his numerous arrests on Fulton Industrial Boulevard.  With over 23 arrests in Atlanta and 8 felony convictions, all for drugs, theft and weapons, he has gotten slaps on the wrist in the past and was even under a suspended sentence when he was arrested for these weapons charges. It is believed that he is a pimp out of hotels on Fulton Industrial Boulevard.  This Defendant is arrogant and thinks he is above the law.  Let's take this bad dude off the streets!
 

Officer's Statement:          

                        On August 13, 2008, on Fulton Industrial Boulevard, I, Officer R. Burkhart, along with other Officers, responded to the In-Town Suites at the above-location in reference to location of a wanted person.  I observed two vehicles that belong to the Suspect, Michael Edward Gibbons, parked at the listed-location.  GCIC confirmed that the Suspect who had an outstanding Fulton County Warrant for being charged with Possession of Firearm by a Convicted Felon on June 3, 2008, was at the listed-location.  Upon arrival I observed the Suspect run from the front of the building into the center courtyard.  I also observed a handgun in the Suspect’s right hand.  Several black females were running with the Suspect.  The Suspect dropped the handgun and the parties ran into Room 128.  I knocked on the door of the Room and placed the Suspect under arrest when he opened the door.  I also recovered the handgun and added an additional charge for the same above-offense. On June 3, 2008 I initiated a traffic stop on the Suspect’s vehicle after running a tag check which showed that the Suspect’s driver’s license was suspended.  During the traffic stop the Suspect fled on foot after giving Officer consent to search his vehicle. While conducting a consensual search of the vehicle I recovered a handgun.  The criminal history check showed that the Suspect is a convicted felon. Case Number 2008010602 in reference to the June 3, 2008 incidents is included with this report.  Based on the aforementioned facts and evidence I obtained Fulton County Warrant Numbers EW013155, EW013156, EW013157 and EW013158 for the June incidents which are included with this report. Both handguns were released to police property as evidence.  The Suspect was charged accordingly and transported to the Fulton County Jail.
