                                               ARTICLE ONE – NAME____________________   _
The name of this community organization is the University City Improvement Group (UCIG).

                                           ARTICLE TWO – PURPOSE_______________    ___
The purpose of this organization is to develop and advocate issues and projects to assist persons residing in the community to work together to enhance the quality and security of life in University City.
                                      ARTICLE THREE - MEMBERSHIP______           _   _   
Section 1.
Membership in this organization shall be open only to persons or their designee, who own property within University City.
Section 2.
Active members are those members who regularly attend organization meetings and participate in organization activities and functions.  Only active members may serve as officers or committee chairpersons for the organization.

Section 3.
The organization may enroll affiliate members by vote; however, these members may not vote on matters before this organization.

Section 4.
There shall be no dues assessed for membership.

                                          ARTICLE FOUR – OFFICERS_______________      _
Section 1.
The officers of the community organization shall consist of Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer.

Section 2.
Elections will be held annually during the regular organization meeting during the month of July.  All officers shall be elected by majority vote.  Those elected shall serve until the next election.
Section 3.
Nominations for the initial election shall be from the floor.  Subsequent nominations will be submitted by a nominating committee comprised of the sitting officers.  Additional nominations may be made from the floor.
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Section 4.
In case of vacancy in an office, the vacancy shall be filled by election at the next regular meeting of the organization as per the procedure outlined above.

 
Section 5.
Officers may be removed for cause, including violation of the by-laws or dereliction of duty, by a majority of the voters present at a regular meeting of the organization, provided that the officer to be removed has been notified in writing of the proposed removal at least thirty (30) days before the meeting.

                             ARTICLE FIVE – DUTIES OF OFFICERS___                  _
Section 1.
The duties of the Chairperson shall be to preside over all meetings of the organization, to call special meetings, to appoint committee chairpersons and to be or appoint the spokesperson for the organization to local government, the press, or other purposes. 


Section 2.
The duties of the Vice-Chairperson are to serve in place of the Chairperson in his/her absence; assist the Chairperson as needed and to serve as a conduit of information to the membership.
 
Section 3.
The duties of the Secretary shall be to keep accurate minutes during all meetings of the organization, to make meeting records and minutes available to any member requesting such information, and to maintain a contact roster of all active members of the organization.

 
Section 4.
The duties of the Treasurer shall be to administer all funds as directed at a regular or properly called meeting of the organization, to keep proper financial records, and to make reports of the organizations financial status during regular meetings of the organization. 

                                           ARTICLE SIX - MEETINGS______________           _    
Section 1.
The regular meeting of the organization shall be held on the second Monday of the month. The time and place for the meeting are designated by the Chairperson.

Section 2.
Special meetings may be called by the Chairperson or by petition of ten (10) or more members of the organization. Such meetings may act on any business proper to the organization, provided that written notice of the meeting has gone out to all members at least ten (10) days before the meeting date.
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                ARTICLE SEVEN – COMMITTEES AND PROGRAMS         _
Section 1.
Committees and programs of this organization shall be established by majority vote of members present at a meeting of the organization.

 
Section 2. 
Committee members and committee chairpersons shall be appointed by and serve at the pleasure of the organization Chairperson.
                           ARTICLE EIGHT – MEETING PROCEDURE            _   _ 
Unless the membership shall adopt by majority vote some other procedure for a specific meeting, all meetings of this organization are governed by Robert’s Rules of Order.

                                    ARTICLE NINE - AMENDMENTS_____               _____
