DEED RESTRICTIONS

   The following are selected portions of the “Declaration and Deed of Restrictions’” for Bancroft which are recorded in Book 4074, on pages 50-53, to be found in the Jefferson County Court House.  The selections are those restrictions which are applicable to the present.  The plat referred to is recorded in Plat and Subdivision Book 24, page 20, in the office of the County Clerk.  Most of the deed restrictions are also City ordinances.  Some of these ordinances have been broadened in scope.  See Bancroft Code of Ordinances.

  “1. The property shall be used for residential purposes only.  Not more than one single family residence shall be erected on any lot.”

  “2. No building on any lot shall be nearer the property lines of said lot than the building lines shown on the recorded plat of Bancroft Subdivision, and no building shall be located nearer the property lines of the lot than the distance prescribed by the regulations of the Louisville and Jefferson County Planning and Zoning Commission.”

  “5. No trailer, basement, tent, shack, garage or other outbuilding placed or erected in the Subdivision at any time shall be used as a residence, temporarily or permanently.  During any calendar year no trailer, boat or truck shall be left parked on the property, or on any street in the Subdivision for a period exceed an aggregate total of twenty-four (24) hours.”

  “7. No noxious or offensive trade or activity shall be carried on upon any lot nor shall anything be done thereon which may be or become a nuisance to the neighborhood.  No chickens, ducks, geese or other fowl, no swine, cattle, goats, horses or other like animal or animals shall be kept on any lot.”

  “8. No fence or continuous dense hedge shall be erected nearer to the front property line than five feet forward from the rear foundation wall of the residence. No solid board fences or fences of a closed type of construction shall be permitted, except by approval of the Architectural Control Committee (now defunct), and shall not be more than six feet in height.  No open fence shall exceed five feet in height.”

  “13. Easements are reserved as shown by the recorded plat of Bancroft Subdivision for various utility installations and maintenance.”

  “14. All covenants herein contained are covenants running with the land and shall be binding upon all purchasers from the Jay Gee Reality Company, their heirs, assigns or successors in title.”

  “15. Any lot owner at any time may enforce the restrictions and covenants herein contained by appropriate legal procedure.  Invalidation of any one of these covenants by judgment or court order shall in no way effect any of the other provisions which shall remain in full force and effect.”

“16.  Every structure erected upon any lot shall comply strictly with all applicable laws, building codes and regulations as they may now exist or later exist at the time of such construction.”

GENERAL   INFORMATION

Incorporated in August 1970, as a sixth class city of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, Bancroft consists of 200 homes.  The city is governed by a Mayor, elected to a four-year term and four Commissioners elected to two-year terms in the general election.

Residents are welcome at the regular monthly meetings, held the second Thursday of each month, 7:00 PM, at Jefferson Manor, 11801 Lynn Way.  The Bancroft Bulletin is distributed monthly to each household by the City Clerk to inform citizens of City activities.

The City provides collections of regular garbage on Monday and Thursdays from each residence, limited to three twenty-gallon cans.  Recyclables are collected on Thursdays from special bins provided.  Bundled twigs and branches up to four feet in length are picked up curbside on Mondays from April through December

The City provides police security on a random patrol schedule.  House-watch forms may be obtained from the Mayor when you plan to be away.  

Traffic Control

General traffic laws prevail in the city and on Bancroft Lane. Maximum speed is 25 miles per hour and is radar enforced.
