A. REQUEST FOR BIDS AND CONTRACT AWARD
Request for bids for the GHOA Grounds and Landscape Contract, will be considered, when received by   02/12/09  , at the address listed above. It is intended to award a contract based on the lowest bid by a qualified, licensed, and responsible contractor. Contract may be awarded based on the original bid or as a result of further negotiations, based on the discretion of the GHOA.

B. STATEMENT OF WORK AND BID AMOUNT
Contractor agrees to furnish all licenses, tools, materials, equipment, management, supplies, and supervision in performance of this contract for the following:

1. Weekly Mowing/Trimming/Edging of the park- The park needs weekly mowings for a total of 26 times per season. Grass shall be mowed, in a crosscut fashion where practical, to an approximate height of 2.5 inches with a maximum height of 4 inches. All turf areas not accessible to mowers next to buildings, fences, and other obstacles will be trimmed weekly to present a well groomed appearance. Trimming is needed around sprinkler heads. Edging shall be performed as needed on the sidewalks and curbs inside, or on the edge of the park.


The Contractor shall check the sprinkler system at the completion of mowing, as deemed necessary, to ensure there are no broken heads caused by the mowing operation. The Contractor shall be responsible for the immediate repair of these damages, which includes all material and labor costs.

2. Shrub and Tree Trimming/Raking/Trash pickup- All shrubs and trees (under 10 feet) will be pruned, as necessary, to maintain a healthy appearance which includes removal of dead and dying branches. Evergreens need to be thinned for light penetration. Raking (typically shrub beds and islands) shall be done as necessary. Trash pickup needs to be done weekly for a total of 26 times, which includes policing the grounds for miscellaneous trash, paper, dog droppings, etc... that has been left inadvertently or blown onto the property.

3. Biweekly mowing of the native grass along Cheyenne Meadows Rd. shall be done 13 times per season. Trimming and edging shall be performed as needed.

4. Watering- The contractor shall be responsible for the watering of the turf areas and other irrigated areas on the premises. This includes programming of the clocks, adjusting the existing heads to achieve proper coverage, and implementing a water management strategy for proper irrigation. The clock settings should be checked weekly to make sure it hasn’t been reset or cleared due to power problems.

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5. Fertilization- Lawn areas shall be fertilized 3 times per season beginning in early spring and ending in late fall. The fertilizer shall be a granular commercial fertilizer as recommended for Colorado soils.

6. Weed control- Weed control on turf areas shall be accomplished at all times whether in conjunction with fertilizer or by spray. Weed control on nonturf areas including shrub beds, planters, rockscape, and islands shall be kept weed free at all times either by hand weeding or spraying using industrial weed control chemicals (Round Up Pro).

7. Aeration- Aeration shall be performed in the turf areas at the beginning of the season and prior to the first fertilization.

8. Spring cleanup- The Contractor will clean the rock beds, collect leaves, pick up trash, and trim bushes as necessary to prepare the whole property for summer. The Contractor shall be responsible for the startup of the sprinkler system which may include the necessary repairs. The Contractor shall notify the GHOA contact to notify utilities to start water delivery.

9. Fall cleanup- This should be done as late as possible due to the cleanup of fallen tree leaves. The Contractor will clean the rock beds, collect leaves, pick up trash, and trim bushes as necessary to prepare the whole property for winter. The Contractor shall be responsible for winterizing the sprinkler system and blow out of the sprinkler lines. The Contractor shall notify the GHOA contact to notify utilities to stop water delivery.

10. Monthly report- A monthly report shall be attached to the invoice and emailed, if convenient, to the GHOA contact. It should include problems seen as well as the dates of work done for nonperiodic work (aeration, fertilization, cleanups, weed control, additional pre approved work, etc...).

11. Once a year, chemical spraying, using Round Up Pro, of weeds on sidewalks and curbs throughout the subdivision.

12. Perimeter mowing/trimming- This includes an area 10 feet behind the outer wall along Highway 115 and the whole area behind the strip mall. This shall be performed once per year before the end of July.

C. GENERAL PROVISIONS
1. GHOA MAP, in section D, shows the areas of maintenance including the park, 7 islands, and additional area along Cheyenne Meadows Rd.

2. PROOF OF INSURANCE- Contractor shall furnish certification of insurance to the GHOA prior to performance under contract to verify required insurance. Contractor agrees to contact the GHOA if any insurance is changed or cancelled.
3. INSURANCE TYPE AND MINIMUM AMOUNT REQUIRED:

a. General Commercial Liability- $1 million per occurrence and $2 million aggregate.

b. Workman Compensation
- $100,000 bodily injury per accident, $100,000 bodily injury each employee for disease, $500,000 bodily injury for disease policy limit. 

4. Liabilities/Responsibilities- Contractor agrees to accept responsibility for any damages caused by their personnel. This includes labor and materials for replacement or repair in a timely manner. The contractor shall not be held liable for any loss, damage, or delays caused by adverse weather.

5. Licenses- The contractor shall obtain and keep current all licenses, required by any regulatory agency to perform the work, and copies shall be furnished to the GHOA prior to contract performance. 

6. Billing/Payment- Monthly statements are to be received by the GHOA by the 10th of each month and will be paid within 30 days, if properly itemized.
