  Event Planning

Try to design your event so that it will catch people's interest. Include something fun such as an outdoors activity; maybe a potluck; a "gimmick" or symbolic action; etc. Ask yourself you can make your event fun and worthwhile for people to attend. Give your event a clear, short name that clearly says what the event is about. 

Poster the neighborhood(s) near where the event is occurring: churches, schools, libraries, bookstores, health food stores, cafes, Laundromats, offices of related organizations. 

Hospitality /Welcoming Committee

A hospitality committee is a group made up of members of an organization (e.g., a church or membership group). The committee is responsible for conducting outreach activities, sponsoring events that welcome new members, and promoting fellowship throughout the organization.

A hospitality committee greets new members, welcoming them into an organization. This may be done in a variety of ways, including via a telephone call or home visit or by hosting new members' events

Advertise/Marketing


Word of Mouth
The first place to start is with your members and supporters. Use your meetings, regular communications and newsletters to let them know about an event and encourage them to tell their friends and friends of friends. Word of mouth is still one of the most powerful selling tools because it also comes with a reliable, credible endorsement.

Posters
For locally-based events whether a fete or a garage sale - use the old tried and true poster.  The areas where you have more pedestrians or car stops, the better. It is etiquette in these circumstances to go round after the event and take them down. 
Fund Raising/Finance
