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FATAL SHOOTING: MAN WANTED FOR QUESTIONING

DETROIT — The above capture is from surveillance video of the believed to be responsible

for the fatal shooting of a 35-year-old male last month.

On January 25, 2009, at approximately 1:40 a.m., the victim was visiting with friends at the
Tippin Inn Lounge, located in the 18400 block of Mt. Elliott. The individual pictured above
was also inside, standing at the bar. When the victim exited outside to the parking lot, the
shooter silently followed. A witness heard several shots being fired and discovered the victim
lying on the ground in the parking lot, suffering from gunshot wounds. The shooter was then
seen fleeing the scene a newer model black four door vehicle. The victim was conveyed to a
local hospital where he later died from his injuries. It is unclear if the victim and the shooter

had any prior relationship.
