Meeting Minutes

June 16, 2009

May meeting minutes were approved as written, M/S/P.

Tanya discussed the May 2009 financials and delinquencies.  Great West has collected some of the outstanding dues and will continue collection efforts for those who still have not paid.  Great West files liens on balances of $500 or more and if the balance is still not paid, then the delinquent account is sent to an attorney for lien foreclosure.

Treasurer’s Report accepted, M/S/P.

Tanya discussed a complaint received regarding a party that went well into the early morning hours.  This is unacceptable and a letter will be sent to that specific unit.  
Safety concerns were discussed.  Tanya presented information regarding Safe Streets and neighborhood block watch.  This will be brought up at the Annual Meeting and the Board will ask for volunteers to work on a Safety Committee.  There have been reports of vehicle break ins and a house was burglarized during the day.  There is a need for awareness throughout the neighborhood.

Steve discussed the importance of property safety and suggested having a Pierce County Sheriff or a Representative attend the Annual Meeting.  Tanya will follow up.

Old Business 

Levin & Stein update – As of June 16th, 2009, Reich Construction has not responded.  The attorney will follow up at the Annual Meeting.   

John suggested a walk-thru of the property with Steve to get a history of the flooding and other issues that the developer has not taken care of.  John also discussed having a plan of action in place for when the flooding happens.  He suggested the Association purchase a sump pump to have on site to be proactive when the flooding happens, and to form a committee to assist.

The former collection attorney sent an invoice for a phone call and an email to Steve regarding the collections.  The Board and Great West gravely dispute these charges and sent a letter to the attorney’s office stating that the invoice should not be paid.

A memo was sent to the landscapers regarding watering certain areas and to ensure that all areas are taken care of.  The landscapers stated that they are still cleaning up the property after the previous landscapers and will do their best.

A homeowner stated that there is a tree that needs to be removed in front of one of the units.  Tanya will notify the landscapers.

The Board discussed Taylor’s responsibilities as some owners have questioned what he is supposed to be doing.  Taylor is responsible for picking up trash in the common areas, ensuring the dumpster area is clean and fence repairs.  

The Board suggested maybe having a Repair Committee and will discuss further at the Annual Meeting.

New Business
Satellite Dishes – Dishes are allowed, but not to be installed on any portion of the buildings.  The owners who have installed dishes on the buildings will need to have them removed and put the siding/roof back to its original state.  Great West is working on notifying the owners who have installed dishes on the buildings to remove.  Any owner failing to comply will be fined.
The Board agreed to fine one owner who has not complied in removing their dish, M/S/P.

Steve asked about a “no soliciting” sign to be installed under the speed limit sign.  The Board agreed, M/S/P.
