RULES FOR MARQUIS DOWNS CONDOMINIUMS

The following are some specific rules from the bylaws of the Bulle Rock HOA & the Condo bylaws.  Please refer to your bylaws for details, or contact the Board of Directors at

As a general rule, nothing can be attached to or placed outside your unit on or in any common area without the prior written approval of the Board of Directors.  Everything outside of your door is common area.  Your balcony or patio is a limited common area on which you have some exclusion of certain items.    

NO HOLES MAY BE DRILLED INTO THE SIDING OR BRICK, OR THE METAL DOORS.  Nothing may be attached to the siding or brick.  Any damage done to the brick or siding must be repaired at the unit owner’s expense.

All common sidewalks, entrances, passages, courts, and open spaces shall not be obstructed.

No apparatus or projections may be attached to the common elements or the exterior of the building without the prior written approval of the Board of Directors, as explained in the bylaws.

Vehicles belonging to residents must not block entrances or exits for other vehicles.

Clothes or other articles shall not be hung or dried on any balcony or patio.  The shaking of rugs or mops over the balcony is prohibited.

Flower boxes and other decorations may be hung, but only on the inside of the balcony railing or on the patio.  They may not be attached or hung on the outside of the railings.

Wet umbrellas shall be dried within your unit, not in the common hallways.

No inflammable, combustible or harmful chemical materials may be kept in the unit, or anywhere in the building, including the storage closets.

Grille (charcoal, gas, electric) may not be used on any balcony or patio.

No unit and no structure as part of a unit may be modified in a manner that changes the exterior appearance unless an owner FIRST submits an application to the Board of directors, and receives written approval of the request.

Recycling is voluntary.  However, all residents are encouraged to observe the Harford County trash and recycling procedures.  No bulk items such as mattresses or furniture shall be placed out for the trash pick up.  No hazardous waste shall be placed out for pick up.

The agents of the condominium and any contractor or workman authorized by the condominium may enter any building or unit to inspect for vermin and insects, and use extermination procedures if necessary.  (Reasonable notice will be given to owner prior to these visits).

The Board of Directors will accept applications for review and possible approval for the following:

1. White or green FULL VIEW storm door on balcony or patio.

2. Sidewalk from first floor patio to common sidewalk.

3. Indoor/outdoor carpeting on balconies/patios must be muted tan or gray, and not glued down.

4. Wreaths are approved for use on unit doors using an over-the-door hanger or magnetic hanger.  We just can’t drill into the doors because it jeopardizes the fire protection value.

5. Window treatments should be white as seen from the exterior of the unit.  Any window treatments that currently do not meet the white requirement should be white when they are replaced.  If a unit is to be sold and the window treatments do not meet the white exterior requirements, the sellers must give notice to any perspective buyer that those window treatments cannot be part of the sale, as they will have to be removed.

6. Common hallway items need to have approval of at least 75% of the unit owners on their floor.  Items shall be placed between the window and the stairway door.  No items will be allowed in any other section of the hallways because emergency personnel need to have clear access to the units.

7. Only live plants with drip pans will be allowed.  Maintenance will be the responsibility of the owner of the plant.  Artificial plants are not allowed as these increase our cleaning costs.

8. Electrical apparatus, equipment or decorations are prohibited because unattended electrical devices can be a safety hazard and add to the Association’s electricity bill.

9. No knick-knacks, statues, stuffed animals, dolls, or candles are allowed in hallways.  They are dust collectors and can be a safety hazard.
