Eagles Ridge Property Owners Snow Removal Policy

1. All property owners have the right to access their properties at any time.  

2. It is the obligation of the Eagles Ridge POA to remove snow from the road.

3. The VDOT standard for snow removal is that removal will begin when 2 inches or more of snow has accumulated.  It is also the standard for POAs in Virginia.

4. Snow shall be removed within 24 hours of Glenthorne Loop being plowed by VDOT.

5. If snow has not accumulated to such an extent that Glenthorne Loop is plowed, but snow has accumulated on Eagles Ridge Road to such a level (with a minimum of 2 inches) that a property owner’s house cannot be accessed, the ERPOA shall pay for such snow removal.

6. Vehicles shall not be parked on Eagles Ridge Road during a snow accumulation equal or exceeding 2 inches.  Vehicles blocking the road while it is being plowed shall be towed at the owner’s expense and all additional charges needed to clear the road shall be billed to the owner of the vehicle.  Damages to any vehicles or equipment shall be the responsibility of the owner of the vehicle parked on Eagles Ridge Road during a snow event. 

7. Snow removal from driveways shall be the responsibility of the individual property owners.  (Property owners who contract with the individual or company removing the snow for the ERPOA may receive a discount for snow removal from their driveways at the same time as Eagles Ridge Road is plowed. However, the ERPOA shall contract based only upon what is best for the road, not any possible discounts for individual property owners.)   Snow from plowed driveways shall not be placed on Eagles Ridge Road.  Such snow shall be removed at the property owner’s expense.

8. Any snow removal contractor shall endeavor, as much as feasible, to avoid depositing snow in front of driveways and to minimize damages to the road.

9. If the ERPOA fails in its responsibility to remove snow according to this policy, the property owner may contract to do so and the ERPOA shall fully reimburse such property owner for all costs.

10. All dues-paying property owners are entitled to have the ERPOA remove snow to their property and on the entire length of the road abutting their property.  The ERPOA assumes that ERPOA members with developed lots need access to their driveways. The ERPOA assumes that undeveloped property owners will not need to have their entire road frontage plowed or need access to their property while snow is on the ground.  However, these assumptions may not apply to all such property owners.  As is their right, any undeveloped property owner may request (written, email or verbally) snow removal for all or part of their properties.  If the ERPOA has not received a request prior to a snow event, the property owner(s) have waived their snow removal rights for that event.  The ERPOA shall remove the snow to the furthest point covered by a request.  A property owner may rescind a request (written, email or verbally) at any time.  The object of not requesting snow removal or limiting the frontage plowed would be to reduce the costs to the entire POA.  Developed property owners may waive their snow removal rights for a defined period.
