Bluebonnet Electric substation construction update – It was agreed we would create a substation review committee. Bruce and Brian will head this committee.

Bluebonnet Electric Co-op has purchased the land behind the original lot next to the Margasons on Still Forest to construct an electric substation, to start January 2011. They did this to be able to push back the front of the substation, as we requested in February our meeting. Bruce offered them to find an alternative location. Timing is important – we only have a few months before the construction would begin.
The Margasons have retained an attorney, Ernie Bogart, and are prepared to take legal action against BE, if needed. They are very concerned about the lowering of their property values as well as the health risks. There is some concern other properties could be affected as well. They have drawn up a resolution stating their position. This resolution was discussed. It was agreed  most of the points were necessary. There were 2 paragraphs that Brian Margason agreed to remove to have the Homeowners Association agree to the resolution. This would avoid bringing any one of us into any legal action threats, though we would support petitions or other means to state our opposition to the substation construction. The head of the homeowners association in Tahitian Village, John Kramer, has told Brian that BE may work with the community. Brian was hoping we would be able to meet by next Saturday.
Block Party Pot Luck  for Annual National Night Out

This Tuesday, October 5th, from 6-9pm at the fire station – We will have hotdogs, snacks, etc. Stay for a little, or stay for a while. Everyone is welcome, even those outside the neighborhood. It will be fun! Bring the whole family!
Bastrop county was 9th in the nation in its size category. Having these events gets us noticed by county and state officials as being serious about crime prevention. It also indirectly helps the county get more funds for crime prevention.
Central Texas Water Forum update – Texas will double in population by 2060. There is less agricultural use by higher residential use. See Texas Parks and Wildlife article “Texas Water Matters’ giving an excellent explanation of the current water concerns. The major water loss problem is leaks. The state of Texas is $600 million behind in infrastructure needs.
Elections for HO board to be held in January 2011 – nominations needed. We need a secretary to take minutes each meeting.
Open Business:
Discounted Soil and Water Well testing for Bastrop county runs October 4 to Oct 22nd. See handout.
Safety concern – It was agreed to look into the installation of a security light at the park and dam on Lake View Drive. The lower brightest lights cost about $11 a month. There is already electricity at the park. 

It was also agreed to look into hiring security to patrol at night. We started a security fund that would pay for these costs separate of the general fund. We will take up donations on Tuesday night and checks can be mailed to John Alexander, the treasurer. $40.00 was contributed to the fund at the meeting.

Incidents that occur at the lake affect us all. These are unwanted characters with possible drug ties walking through people’s properties at night, and driving thorough the entire neighborhood. Be careful approaching them – they could be dangerous. However, during the day, don’t be afraid to call the sheriff and report license plate numbers and descriptions.
