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     ILLEGAL PARKING IN YARDS

Did you know that this year the City of Hopewell made it illegal to park in your front yard if you do not have any type of parking pad or designated driveway?   You can receive a parking ticket for this offense.  Here is part of the actual ordinance:
No automobile, motorcycle, camper, other motor vehicle, boat or trailer shall be parked or remain on any unpaved/unimproved portion of the front or side yard visible from the street in portions of the city zoned residential or business. Parking shall be limited to a paved/improved or all-weather surface area, except for the following: 
· Parking at times of an emergency; 
· Parking at times when a resident is moving in or out of the premises; 
· Vehicles present for the purposes of making repairs to the property; 
· Parking on an existing unpaved/unimproved parking area where on-street parking is not permitted,    provided that the parking area is located in the side of the front yard immediately adjacent to the driveway entrance and parking pad; and does not encroach into the public right-of-way and is not within five (5) feet of the adjoining property line; or 
· When deemed appropriate due a hardship by the City Manager or his designee. 
Remember, you could receive a ticket for this offense!
