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What are membership requirements?





Training – Male and Female Explorers must be between the ages of 14-21.


Citizenship – Must be a U.S. Citizen


Character – Must be of good moral character.


Education – Must be currently enrolled in school or have already received a high school diploma or equivalent. Must be able to maintain a 2.0 GPA.


Background Check – Explorers must pass a background check and an interview.


Uniforms – The post will provide all uniforms and equipment.





What types of Activities does Post 920 Offer?





Training – Explorers receive training in a wide range of police procedures such as traffic control, crime prevention, investigative techniques, court procedures and self-defense.





Career – Explorers learn about career opportunities in law enforcement at the local, state, federal, and military levels. Explorers will analyze criminal justice education requirements and visit various law enforcement facilities.
