


GRANT NEIGHBORHOOD ASSOCIATION
10 May 2012

Meeting started at 19:00.
14 people were in attendance; Meeting facilitator Ken Osborne; GNA Secretary Jennifer Gomez; GNA Vice-president Floyd Hampton-Livingston, 9th Council District Field Representative Kari Faithful, Sue Vanzant and others.

Officers Chambers and Ly
Officer Chambers began by stating that in the spirit of the north’s  “spring cleaning” effort, residents in the Grant area should establish or update their home inventories.  Residents should be able to identify their own valuables.  The inventory should include a record of serial numbers for appliances and electronics and photographs of jewelry.  It is also advisable for residents to (where possible) engrave their California drivers license numbers on valuables.

A number of concerns were raised by residents.  These included paint pen graffiti and bicycle licensing.  The officers responded that residents should continue to call the graffiti hotline, as (so far) the elimination of redevelopment has not affected this service.   With respect to bicycle licensing, it is no longer a requirement within the city, however it is still advisable that the residents continue to have their bikes licensed.  It is very cheap and can be done at any fire station on Saturday mornings.

GNA Secretary Jenni Gómez stated that due to the anticipated lengthy review of the bylaws, the meeting minutes for April would be tabled until the June meeting, whereby the meeting minutes for both April and May would be reviewed.

9th Council District Representative Kari Faithful

Kari announced the following events in the 9th district:

Spring Cleaning- Residents should call in all incidents of potholes, graffiti, sidewalk damage, street sign damage and dumped items. Residents may also email district9@longbeach.gov or use the “Go Long Beach” ap with their smart phones.

Bully Free Zone 2 at Houghton Park on June 3rd. There will be food trucks, DJ’s, skating lessons and arts and crafts vendors.

Be Kind Long Beach is a program initiated by this years class of Leadership Long Beach.  It is a “pay it forward” idea to pass out business cards to people when you do a good deed.  It is meant to encourage people to continue to do good deeds.

CERT Quickstart Emergency Preparedness Course will be this Saturday from 10-1 at the Long Beach Main Library.

Slavery by Another Name, a documentary screening and discussion will take place at Houghton Park on June 16 at 1pm.

After which, Kari reported the status of a number of tree requests, as a follow-up from last months’ discussion.  All requests were responded to, with the exception of a few. These were forwarded to other appropriate agencies (code enforcement and PW Engineering) or will be addressed under the Grid2 tree trimming project that is scheduled to begin later this month.

There was a concern regarding the Calvary Church car washing that has been taking place near the corner of Cherry and South.  There is a lot of excess water usage and runoff at this location on a weekly basis.  It was decided that council staff would check into the issue and possibly speak to church leaders.

After a brief summary of the bylaws effort, Jenni passed out additional copies of the draft bylaws document for review and comment.  Jenni also outlined the format for discussing, amending and approving the bylaws.  Ken led the discussion, as outlined, section-by-section.  The group reviewed and approved each section with two amendments in Article 6 and Article 11.  At the conclusion of the discussion, a motion to adopt the bylaws as amended was 2nded by Jenni.  The bylaws were unanimously adopted by all attendees at the meeting. 

Ken noted that according to the newly adopted bylaws, board nominations would be conducted at the June meeting.  He encouraged all to be present and participate, and to bring a neighbor!
