· Signed a memorandum of agreement between city and county so it doesn’t matter who shows up at your house

· Crime prevention: both agencies (city and county) offer a free security survey/analysis – takes about 30 minutes – one suggestion – strike plate has screws that are ¾ long – need to be 4 inch screws so robbers can’t easily kick in the door – takes away opportunity, desire, ability; leave a radio on when you are not home so anyone trying to break in will think you are there
· City will install a dead bolt for free

· Put penny nail or window pins in wooden windows – nail one into each side and criminals cannot lift the window (pre drill hole to slide nail)
· Write down serial numbers on all electronics

· Monitored alarm system should call the police first, not the homeowner
· 2 person burglary team who knows what they are doing takes about 6 minutes to complete a job
Officer Broder from (PACE) community action team:
· 252-2911 will determine whether the city or county gets sent to your house; whoever is closer will go 

· Keep screen/glass door locked as a deterrent 

· If you are calling about a suspicious person, try to describe what person looks like, what they are wearing, race, and the direction of travel; cars – try to get tag: color, make, model, 2 door/4 door; do not approach person or car

· If you are going on vacation: tell a trustworthy neighbor, have them get mail/paper, tell them how many cars you are leaving in the driveway; you can set up a house watch 545-3500 (city) or 576-3000 (county): whether you are on vacation or if you have something suspicious happening (i.e.: I’m sleeping and someone is ringing my doorbell) – officers will do a drive by and shine a light on the house to check
· Serial Numbers can be tracked: TV’s, telephones, guns – very important, appraisals for jewelry - can help track down property or people
· If you have had a crime committed get the name of the investigator and follow up with them.   

· Leadsonline.com – secure website to log what’s been stolen from you – police can track serial numbers through that

· Drug and gang climate in this area: not running ramped
