Put your address (numerical #s) on your mailbox or at the street for emergency personnel.  Use numbers that can be easily read.

Do not leave valuable items in plain view of windows in your house or car.

Cut all bushes and trees back from around windows and doors to avoid hiding spots and shadows.

Do not leave spare keys hidden on your property: burglars often know all the common hiding spots.

Make sure exterior doors are solid wood core or metal.

Add a dead bolt to all external doors. If there is glass in the door or beside it, use double cylinder deadbolts

Reinforce the door latches with 3 inch screws into the door jamb.

Outside floodlights deter burglars.  They llike to work in the dark.

Put interior lights on alternating timers when you leave home and do not disconnect them when you are home.

Leave a radio on when you leave the house.

Do not open your door to anyone you do not know.  If a person at your door appears or claims to be a policeman, ask for their name and badge number and call the police to verify. 

Keep windows locked or open the security latch to restrict window opening to  2 or 3 inches.  Older windows can be made more sercure with a nai inserted in a hole drilled in the frame.

Keep any eye on other houses in your neighborhood.  

Call the police if you see:

    Strange people around a neighbor's house.

    An unfamiliar vehicle repeatedly passing by or stopped in neighbor's driveway (try get make ,model, color and tag)

    Unfamiliar or suspicious person hanging around in the neighborhood (physical description is helpful -- race, sex, clothing)

Get to know your neighbors two to three doors around yours. 

If you live in a dark street area, have SCE&G place a pole light up. ($10 monthly expense can be shared with neighbors.)
