MLGW sponsors annual Energy Awareness Poster  
Contest for Memphis and Shelby County K‐12 students 

    Each year, MLGW hosts a poster contest to encourage local students to 
create artwork that expresses the concepts of energy awareness and energy 
conservation. The poster contest is open to students in grades K-12 resid-
ing in Shelby County. The goal is to give students the opportunity to learn 
and share ideas about saving energy. The poster contest will be judged in 
three categories: elementary school (grades K-5), middle school (grades 6-
8) and high school (grades 9-12). The entries will be judged on their ability 
to clearly and creatively communicate the theme "saving energy." MLGW 
will oversee the judging of the artwork. 
    Each category winner will receive a $125 award and an energy-saving 
kit. Each winner's teacher will receive a $125 gift certificate to the Art 
Center and an energy-saving kit. All contestants will receive a certificate 
of participation, and all entries become property of MLGW and may be 
used for future energy-saving promotional purposes. 
Entries must be the original artwork of the student submitting the entry; 
photographs and computer-generated.
