Resident Information
Some of you may have heard or been victim to breaks ins, theft, and/or vandalism.  These culprits tend to keep going until they get caught.  To be a community neighborhood, it’s important to get to know our neighbor and look out for one another.  A simple thing to do is simply wave or smile.  
However, the most effective means of passing information along in an expedient manner is a telephone tree (since many do not have or check email, facebook…) .
There are 257 homes in the subdivision, and 26 block captains.

*1.  call Emergency at 911 (process of crime being committed) 


*2.  call Police at 574-2111, ext 5 (to report a crime and file a report)


*then call your block captain or one of the board members (attached)


3.  ask a suspicious character if they live in the subdivision (at least 

     they will know someone is watching)
Be sure to get a description of suspicious culprit(s), car and/or license number if possible.

Auto Theft Prevention Tips

1. Lock your car doors and close your windows.

2. Don’t leave valuables in your car.  If you do, make sure they are kept out of plain sight – hide them under a blanket, or better yet, lock them in your trunk.

3. When transporting valuables, place them in the trunk before you get to the location where you intend to park. Don’t transfer them at the parking place in open view of other people.

4. If you have a garage, use it.  Do not leave garage door open more than 7 inches of less so no one can fit through and get in your house.
5. Don’t leave your garage door opener on the dashboard or front seat.  Put it in your glove box, hide it or take it with you.  Check in your mirrors as you pull in the garage so no one follows you in.
6. Always park in a well-lighted area.
Other Tips
Keep doors and windows locked.

Adjust get up time and lights so no pattern can be identified.
