Meeting was called to order at 7:10PM by Robert Hewett.  

Lorrie Wolford, Chairperson of Election  Committee read the names of the candidates for office and explained there was only one candidate for each office, except for Director at Large.  Since the Association is allowed 6 at large directors, all 3 candidates for that position are treated as a single candidate.  Lorrie then asked for a motion to elect all of the candidates in a single vote by ACCLIMATION.   Joe Link  so moved  and Frank Skees seconded.  There was no discussion and all voted aye with no opposition.  The elected officers will assume their positions November 1, 2012 and serve to October 31, 2013.
Robert Hewett and Fred Myers accepted their respective positions as President and Vice-president.  Lorrie Wolford and Gail Skees also confirmed their acceptances of Director at Large positions.  Sheila Kraemer was not present.  Colleen Jeunesse and Pam Kober have also now confirmed their acceptance of their positions.
 Robert Hewett gave a short talk describing the Cheri Village web site and how you can find such information as meeting notices and   current election information or just posting a suggestion of something we all may find of interest.  He asked for more people to use the site and pushed for computer literacy.

Those present indicated the Fall Festival was a success.  A special thanks to the Committee chaired by Lena Cook
As Secretary Colleen Jeunesse was not present, there was no reading of the minutes for the August 2012 meeting.
Fred Myers gave the treasurers report and said he brought the wrong report with him but we had approximately $900 on hand.  The Festival cost about $500 and we made $240. All the bills were not in as of this meeting so the amount is approximate.  Kris Steiz motioned we accept Treasurers report, seconded by Gale Skees and it was accepted.

Lorrie Wolford suggested the association send a note to Lena Cook for her work on the festival.  Robert Hewett indicated he would take care of that mission.
Ray Wolford asked about the signs at the entrance and landscaping for them.  The Skees did the landscaping at the Cheri Village Rd entrance and all present agreed it looked really nice.

Frank Skees inquired about at large members.  Association  bylaws allows 6 members not of the same household and we have three.  Gale Skees, Sheila Kraemer and Lorrie Wolford.    

LMPD Officer Russell Miller was invited to speak to our Association about shopping safely during the holidays.  He began by saying that between 8/18 and 10/12 of this year we have had 3 burglary reports, a criminal mischief at the church on Shepherdsville Rd, 1 auto theft and a domestic violence.  A new program, Viper, came out to concentrate on violence. The only crime in our area, property-theft from autos and burglary is for drug problems.  They are looking for gold jewelry, hi-end game consoles to pawn for drugs, and drugs you have in your home to use or trade.  He strongly advised all of us to keep our autos LOCKED, items such as money, GPSs, purses, and anything you value, out of sight.  Someone asked about a possible meth lab in our subdivision, Officer Miller suggested getting the house number to him and he would look into it.  Officer Miller also said herion use is on the rise.

Once again he suggested everyone make a security list for self-protection.  It should contain Brand, S/N, M/N, how much you paid for it and even a photo in case of fire or theft.  Put it on a thumb drive and send copies to someone who does not live with you.  Compare the dollar value if you have to file insurance.  Some guns are not covered by standard insurance policies.  A rider is needed.  Collectibles are not covered without a rider.  As of 11/1 Home Owner insurance comes due the same time person property taxes are posted.  Break- ins are still happening during the daytime hours between  10am and 3pm..  Perps come from other areas to steal your goods.  It is really important to get a good description of the person, but mostly a LICENSE PLATE NUMBER would really make the LMPD’s day.  If you see any criminal activity, please, please let him know.
