1.) Introductions and Welcome
2.) 2012 Budget Report

• 8 homeowners have not currently paid 2012 dues. Next step is to send pre-collection letter.

• Dues discussion as whether to raise dues or not:


a. Raise 3% but give 3% discount if paid on time


b. Leave at current rate of $75, but include coupon for $10 off if paid on time


c. Leave at current level and make homeowners aware that there will be no increase


this year.


d. (voted on and approved) $5 late fee for dues paid late. If dues paid on time, $5


discount will be offered. An addressed envelope will be included for convenience.
3.) Neighborhood Night Out Report: We didn’t get a firm head count this year, but estimated attendance was about 100 people attended our Tuesday, August 7th NNO event. We had 6 games, a jump castle, and a small petting zoo consisting of an alpaca, a goat, and a pig provided by One Badger Farms, LLC.

Total expenditures ran just a little over $300. The theme was Ice Cream Carnival. We had ice cream treats and bottled water, as well as 6 carnival type games with prizes.

Over a dozen volunteers contributed their time and energy to making this year’s event a fun opportunity to meet neighbors and enjoy a cold treat. The weather cooperated and the jump castle was  hit, with kids staying right up until the 8:30pm shut down time.

We’re already making some plans for 2013 and we will do our best to be aware of the deadline for grant application from the City.
5.) Greenbelt Status: A.J. is developing a plan for our greenbelt area improvement that includes weed control and walking trail construction. Volunteers are needed.
Trash Collection:
In an effort to reduce the amount of damage being done to the streets in Skyview South by trash trucks, we have asked the haulers for their best rates with the hope that all residents will agree to use a single trash service. Here are the haulers that were contacted and their rates.

NOTE: Per John at Ram Trash Service, the City of Fort Collins requires trash collectors to comply with a Volume Based Rates ordinance, which establishes pricing rates that haulers are allowed to use.

• Ram Trash Service ~ 226-3396

The service manager, John, is currently offering 2 months free service to all new customers.


$27.75/mo for 95 gal trash cart


$18.50/mo for 65 gal trash cart


No additional charge for recycling cart or bin

There are currently 50 Skyview South residents using Ram service. If that number reaches 100, John has agreed to reduce the rates to:


$27.00/mo for 95 gal trash cart • $18.00/mo for 65 gal trash cart

• GSI ~ 484-5556
Katie from GSI said these rates reflect an HOA discount:


$19.00/mo for 95 gal trash cart


$17.00/mo for 65 gal trash cart


$3.50/mo for 65 gal recycling cart

Rates w/o discount applied would be:


$37.50/mo for 95 gal trash cart


$25.00/mo for 65 gal trash cart 

• Waste Management Inc ~ 877-472-0308
Pat Purvis from WMI said he’d only be able to negotiate a special deal if 100% of neighborhood committed to their service. The standard fees are:


$18.60/mo for 95 gal trash cart


No additional charge for recycling cart or bin
6.) Board Member Vacancy:

Nominations: Jared Graybeal, Eric Martin

Eric respectfully declined the nomination. Voting proceeded and Jared Graybeal was approved as the newest Board Member.
7.) Open Forum:

• Dog Signs and Waste Bags: Idea presented to have dog signs and waste bags available in the neighborhood. 
Price of pre-built station would run about $150 apiece, but there are cheaper ways to accomplish the goal by D-I-Y. Eric will check further and get more info.


• HOA Email: Is it a possibility to contact HOA accounts via email? That would cut down on paper and postage costs, and may be some people’s preference.


• Loud Bikes: Homeowners are encouraged to call the police and let them know about habitually loud cars, motorcycles and dogs.


• Fall Cleanup: Vote was taken and approved to have a Fall Cleanup. It has been suggested the maximum allowable contribution per household should be limited to one standard size pick-up truck bed worth of trash.

There was no other business, so the meeting was adjourned around 9:00 pm.
