Faculty Bios

Joanna Binford (VA) is currently on the faculty of both the Centenary School of Music, where she specializes in Suzuki instruction; and Transylvania University in Lexington, Kentucky. Awarded the KY ASTA 2011 "Outstanding Service" award, she acts as the String Coordinator for the Kentucky Governor's School for the Arts. She currently serves as the violist of the Endless Road Strings and fiddle player in the bluegrass band "Howard's Creek". Ms. Binford is co-director of Lexington's Original Viola Ensemble and recently served as president of the Lexington Federated Music Club.

Aaron Boaz (IN) holds a Bachelor of Music in Violin Performance from the University of Louisville and a Master of Music in Violin Performance from Northwestern University. Aaron is the Coordinator of the Boaz Performance Academy in Floyds Knobs, Indiana, the Performance Music Academy in Louisville, Kentucky, and author of the Fiddle Steps Bluegrass Violin Method.

Alexander Croxton (NY) began his cello studies at the age of twelve. Alex went on to continue his studies at the Peabody Institute of the John Hopkins University in Baltimore, Maryland and the Conservatory of Music at SUNY Purchase. Alex has received awards from the Atlanta Music Club, American String Teachers' Association, and Peabody Career Grant. Alex served an artist-in-residence at The Banff Centre for the Arts Chamber Music Residency, as well as assistant principal of the Maryland Symphony. As a chamber musician, Alex has studied with musicians such as Leon Fleisher, Laurence Lesser, and Lorand Feyves. A winner of the Artists International Special Presentation Award, Alex made his Carnegie/Weill Hall debut to a sold-out audience in April of 2008. As a mentor to young musicians, Alex has studied Suzuki pedagogy with Pamela Davenport, Sally Gross, and Tanya Carey, and is a faculty member at the Brooklyn Conservatory, Mannes College the New School for Music and school for Strings, NYC.

Dr. Timothy (Terry) Durbin (KY) has a unique brand of teaching excellence that makes him one of the most sought-after clinicians at over 800 workshops and institutes.

He is a registered Suzuki violin teacher and teacher trainer with the Suzuki Association of the Americas. Dr. Durbin holds a DMA in Orchestral Conducting from Claremont Graduate University; a Masters in Violin Performance from University of Illinois; an undergraduate degree in violin performance from University of Alabama; and is currently the director of the Suzuki String Program at the University of Louisville. Upon his graduation from the Royal Conservatoire, Mr. Yamada was invited to come to Ann Arbor, Michigan to join the faculty of the Ann Arbor Suzuki Institute and joined the Ars Musica Baroque Orchestra. Currently, he teaches at the Music Institute of Chicago; currently a teacher-trainer of the S.A.A.
