$20 per day until resolved
Section 10.
Nuisance Activity:


$50 per occurrence
Before fees are assessed, violators will be sent a First Notice, and then if violations are not corrected, a Second Notice outlining the fines.  A Third Notice, to be sent by Certified Mail, will state the amount of fines owed, as well as any legal fees incurred, which will be the responsibility of the homeowner violating the DOR.  The Board of Directors has the option to suspend any of the fines, depending on the circumstances, and the plan the homeowner submits to correct the violation.
