Here are some tips for making your sale a success:


Separate your items by category and display them in an organized manner.  Try to place as many of your items on tables, if you can, especially the smaller ones.  Don't limit yourself.  One person's trash is another person's treasure!


Price your items using stickers or hang tags.  Garage sale supplies can be found at your local dollar store.  Multiple similar items can be placed in a bin or a box and the price can simply be listed on the front of the container.


Get some singles, fives, tens and coins ahead of time.  Keep your cash in a secure location during your sale like in a locked box or in a pouch that you wear around your waist.


Price everything attractively so you can clear out space.  Pricing items correctly can be the difference between being successful and having to put everything back where it was.


Be willing to negotiate.  Most garage sale shoppers like to feel like they got a good deal.  Take markdowns.  If items aren’t selling, simply cross off the original price and write the lower price below it.


Get noticed and have fun!  Place a sign in your front yard or even tie balloons to your mailbox.


Be generous.  Anything that you don't sell can be boxed up and donated to your local charity.  They'll be very thankful for the items and you'll feel good about helping others!
