September Meeting Highlights





	A large turnout for our September meeting had many looking for info on the recent shooting on Jay Ave.  Over 60 people attended.  Guuest speakers included Lt Jim Anuskiewicz, Deputy Jess Spike and Erickson Elementary Principal, Aaron Rose.


	The main focus of the night was the shooting at the 1000 block of Jay Ave.  Lt. Jim Anuskiewcz called it a culmination of possibly 8 shootings that have occurred between two groups of people around the City and the Township.  


	The dispute started as a dispute during some illegal activities that spiraled into a series of paybacks.  A recent shooting at Prospect Park is believed to include some of the people involved in the Jay Ave shooting.


The shooting happened in the early morning hours.  There were 4 people home at the time; a mother and her three young children.  They were all unhurt from the several shots fired at the house.


	Lt. Jim said the first objective was to put an end to the violence and maintain order.  After rounding up and interrogating all known suspects and witnesses, he was confident that the peace will be maintained.   Although no arrests have been made, the investigation is still active and ongoing.  He was unfortunately vague about most information he was able to give us, to not tip their cards in their investigation.


The house in question is a rental, subsequent investigations have led to the house being condemned and the residents removed until repairs are made to bring the house back up to code.  Those repairs are ongoing at press time.


	The police would like any residents that might have any info or security footage of that night throughout the neighborhood.  They said that a video showing cars travelling down the street could be helpful at placing suspects in the vicinity of the crime.


Deputy Spike continued with the other crime stats.  There were a total of 68 calls for service.  The other items of concern were an attempted home invasion in the 1300 block of Grove, a domestic violence call, a missing person report and a stolen car on Hull St that was later recovered.

	Deputy Spike also noted an arrest mate on 9/13 of a man who is suspected in many home invasions in the Township.  The arrest should  positively impact future crime reports.


	Concerns raised by residents included motorbikes in Nancy Park ( no motor bikes or motorcycles are allowed to be driven inside the park), safety issues on school busses and traffic around Erickson Elementary at drop of and pick up times..  He indicated the increased school and police monitoring would be addressed on both of the school issues.


	Aaron Rose, new Principal of Erickson Elementary introduced himself to our group.  He acknowledged the concerns brought up at our meeting and also wanted to make the school more a part of the community.  He said that there are many opportunity for interested residents to enjoy the resources of the school and many opportunities to volunteer to help mentor and tutor students there.  He also invited the Neighborhood Watch to come and tour and hold meetings there.  We look forward to taking him up on his offer very shortly.     Next Recycle Pickup Dates – are October 18th, November 1st and November 15th.  The Compost Site operating hours are 9am to 5pm, Mon-Fri and 9am to 4pm on Saturdays.  The yard waste program will continue through November and is collected on our normal garbage pickup days.  Remember that yard waste has to be in either 32 gallon labeled garbage cans or in those large paper yard waste bags you can buy or it won’t be taken.


    Confidence Scams Reported – As the Holidays near more efforts will be attempted to rob people of their personal information and financial resources.  Never give personal information to people who call claiming to be from law enforcement, bank employees or contest administrators.  Remember, if you are going to be arrested, awarded money or conducting bank business, face to face contact will be arranged.  If not sure the situation is legitimate, get a return number, and call a trusted person or the police to confirm it’s reliability.


    More Resident Satisfaction Surveys Needed
