Neighborhood Updates


Now that the cooler weather is upon us, it’s a great time of the year to get outside and keep up on your yard work.  Just a reminder that the following guidelines must be followed:


All vehicles must be parked in your garage, on your driveway, or on the street in front of your house facing the direction of traffic.  It is against our bylaws and County Code to park your vehicle on your lawn in front of your house or on the side of it.  Do NOT park any vehicles on your grass or you will be in violation and may be fined.


Your grass MUST be cut on a regular basis and your yard must be kept clear of junk and debris of any kind.  Failure to keep your yard clean and your lawn below the County height requirement can also lead to a code violation.


After cutting your grass, remember that ALL residents must edge around your driveway, sidewalks and at the street by the gutters.  Please keep the sidewalks clear for everyone’s safety and keep your yard looking good year round.


Residents are NOT allowed to discard anything in the common areas.  This especially includes yard waste.  All clippings and trimmings need to be bagged and placed curbside on the appropriate collection day for pick up.


ALL pet waste must be picked up from common areas when you are walking your dog, so please take a bag with you.  Be considerate and keep our neighborhood looking great.


NO unreasonably loud, disturbing or unnecessary noise between the hours of  10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m.  This is a code violation.  Please be courteous to your neighbors and allow them to sleep.

Exterior Guidelines





The Architectural Board is an integral part of the Orangewood Village Homeowner’s Association.   It’s the Board’s responsibility to see that all residents abide by our exterior guidelines.


Please keep in mind the following 4 items related to the outside of your house: Happy Neighbors, Harmony, *Curb Appeal, and Protecting the Value of your greatest investment, your home.


Maintaining the exterior of our homes clearly shows potential new neighbors the caliber of our residents living in Orangewood Village.


Our bylaws, including any updates to them, must be observed by everyone.  You MUST contact the HOA Board of Directors by phone or e-mail for approval of any exterior changes to your house before you begin.  This includes; paint color, (which must be neutral earth tones), roofing materials, fencing, swimming pools, driveway color changes and enlargement, sun-rooms, sheds, or any other exterior changes.
