This is exactly why we reminded everyone in the last newsletter that we are a Community Watch Neighborhood.  We all need to watch out for each other.  Here are some helpful tips to keep burglars away from our community:





When you’re not at home, keep your doors and windows locked at all times.


If you are going away for an extended period of time, tell your neighbors and ask them to keep an eye on your property.


Plug a lamp into a timer and set it to turn on in the evening so that people believe that you’re home, even if you’re not.


Install a light fixture with a motion detector on the front of your house and on the back, too, that will automatically turn on whenever someone walks by at night.


Keep your entire yard visible from the street by removing any clutter that may block the view to your yard.  This will deter burglars from targeting your house.





If you observe anyone or anything suspicious, please report it to the Orange County Sheriff’s Department at 407-836-4357.  Please inform the Orangewood Village Homeowner’s Association, too, so we can inform our residents and help prevent these situations from happening.

Summer Safety


When the temperature gets warmer, Floridians head outside to enjoy the wonderful summer sun. This is a great time to relax, exercise and bond with friends and family, but be sure to stay safe!


Here are some safety tips from the Florida Dept. of Children and Families:


Use a sunscreen of SPF 15 or greater daily that protects against UVA & UVB rays, even on cloudy days!  Apply sunscreen every 2 hours, and again after swimming or sweating!  Try to limit sun exposure between the peak intensity hours of 10am-4pm.





KEEP YOUR EYES ON THE KIDS! Never leave a child unsupervised in or around water (including pools, spas, bathtubs, buckets, beaches or ponds), not even for a second!


In just 10 minutes, a car’s temperature can increase by 19 degrees.  A body temperature of 106° or 107° can result in severe brain damage or death of a child.  Never leave a child or a pet alone in a vehicle!


Before you get in your car, walk around it to make sure children are not under or behind it. Identify and use safe play areas for children away from parked or moving vehicles & teach kids to play in these areas, not near cars!
