She advised the City Council has set aside just under 1 million dollars for infrastruction rehabilitation needs in the Capitol East neighborhood. This infrastruction project will focus on repairs to the streets, sidewalks & curbs.  They have surveyed the neighborhood and estimate $1,812,883 is needed to complete the repairs. Since this is over the budget approved, Sara needs a recommendation from the neighborhood association by March 4th.
