 This fee covers the maintenance of the electrical utilities, entrance ways, monuments, cul-de-sacs, common grounds, fence, tree and shrubbery care, the subdivision’s lake, subdivision insurance and bills associated with maintaining the operations of the subdivision.
The Current SARATOGA CLUBHOUSE ASSESSMENT ANNUAL FEE IS $290.00.  This fee covers the maintenance of the Clubhouse facilities, the maintenance of the common ground and for the operations’ costs associated with maintaining the clubhouse, tennis court, basketball court and pool.

· Home, deck and grounds should be maintained: gutters affixed; home kept free of peeling paint and in good repair. In some cases you may have to get a permit from St. Louis County.
· Alterations to house, including changing the color or adding a fence -plans must be pre-approved by trustees by contacting Efthim (314) 845-0377).

· Snow Days – Place all cars on your Drive Way during Snow Days, so streets can be properly cleared
