With only-two directors (Joe Felice and Evan Schroeder) present, there was no quorum, and the meeting could not be held.

The following items were discussed:

Lawrence Appiah (55203) complained about his second fine for violation of rule #1. He reports that he entertained the complainant for lunch.

Tressa Bishop of CB Insurance was present to discuss the various proposed policies and coverages.  The directors will vote by e-mail in order to bind coverage by April 15.

Fence replacement will begin May 1.  Ga-ami will send letters to the owners of townhome-style units informing them of when their fences will be replaced.  Also, she will ask Jerry Bishop if we can walk the project ahead of time to determine which trees and shrubs might need to be cut back or removed in order for the fences to be installed.
The new mailboxes for the east side are in, and we are awaiting the post office’s installation of its master locks.

Lete Tewolde (12576) has not complied with the request by the mediator to provide evidence of payments, so the case will be scheduled for trial on June 28.

The basement bathroom at 12449 has been brought into compliance.

David Linstrom (12469) agrees he needs to have his garage door replaced and painted, but has not had the money to do so.  The only solution would be to have the association do so, and add the cost to his account.  So long as he makes a good-faith effort to make payments, we would not send his account to the attorney for collection.
There will be new lights for the carport exteriors.

One bid has been received for painting.  We are awaiting a second one from Wall 2 Wall, then a decision will be made.  Joe proposed painting the faux chimneys on the front of bldgs. 1 & 5 the accent color (slate blue).

Evan inquired if we could use ratio utility-billing services to allocate the water use each month to the units.  Joe pointed out that this would require a re-write of our Declaration, as it specifies that water & sewer are common expenses paid equally by all.
