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I safety Precautions

Denotes the possibility of serious injury or death.

* Do not trigger the flash in close proximity to people’s eyes.
Exposure to the intense light produced by the flash could damage eyesight.
In particular, remain at least 1 meter (39 inches) away from infants when
using the flash.

« Store this equipment out of the reach of children and infants.
Strap: Putting the strap around a child’s neck could result in asphyxiation.

* Use only recommended power sources.

* Do not attempt to disassemble, alter or apply heat to the product.

* Avoid dropping or subjecting the product to severe impacts.

* To avoid the risk of injury, do not touch the interior of the product if
it has been dropped or otherwise damaged.

« Stop using the product immediately if it emits smoke, a strange
smell, or otherwise behaves abnormally.

* When using the camera on a beach or at a windy location, be careful
not to allow dust or sand to enter the camera.
This may cause the product to malfunction.

¢ In regular use, small amounts of smoke may be emitted from the
flash.

This is due to the high intensity of the flash burning dust and foreign

materials stuck to the front of the unit. Please use a cotton swab to remove

dirt, dust or other foreign matter from the flash to prevent heat build-up and

damage to the unit.

* Remove and store the battery/batteries when you are not using the
camera.

If the battery or batteries are left inside the camera, damage caused by

leakage may occur.

» Before you discard the battery/batteries, cover the terminals with
tape or other insulators.
Contacting other metal materials may lead to fire or explosions.

* Unplug the battery charger from the power outlet after charging is
complete, or when you are not using it.

* Do not place anything, such as cloth, on top of the battery charger
while it is charging.

Leaving the unit plugged in for a long period of time may cause it to

overheat and distort, resulting in fire.

* Do not place the battery near pets.
Pets biting the battery could cause leakage, overheating or explosion,
resulting in fire or damage.

* Do not charge batteries of different types at the same time, or use
older batteries together with newer batteries.

* Do not insert the batteries with the + and — terminals reversed.

This may cause the product to malfunction.
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* Do not sit down with the camera in your pocket.
Doing so may cause malfunctions or damage the screen.

* When putting the camera in your bag, ensure that hard objects do
not come into contact with the screen.

* Do not attach any hard objects to the camera.

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Prepare for shooting as follows.

. Attaching the Strap

® Thread the end of the strap through the
\ ™ strap hole (@), and then pull the other
end of the strap through the loop on the
threaded end (@).

® Place the strap around your wrist.

® When shooting, keep your arms close to
your body and hold the camera securely
to prevent it from moving. Do not rest
your fingers on the flash.

" Charging the Battery

Before use, charge the battery with the included charger. Be sure to charge
the battery initially, because the camera is not sold with the battery charged.

1 Insert the battery.
© After aligning the A marks on the battery

and charger, insert the battery by pushing
it in (®) and down (®).

2 Charge the battery.

©® CB-2LF: Flip out the plug (®) and plug
the charger into a power outlet (@).

©® CB-2LFE: Plug the power cord into the
charger, then plug the other end into a
power outlet.

P> The charging lamp turns orange and
charging begins.

P When charging is finished, the lamp turns
green.

3 Remove the battery.
© After unplugging the battery charger,

remove the battery by pushing it in (®)
and up (@).
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* To protect the battery and keep it in optimal condition, do not charge
it continuously for more than 24 hours.

* For battery chargers that use a power cord, do not attach the
charger or cord to other objects. Doing so could result in malfunction
or damage to the product.

@ » For details on charging time and the number of shots and recording time
possible with a fully charged battery, see “Number of Shots/Recording Time,
Playback Time” (L[1118).

« Charged batteries gradually lose their charge, even when they are not used.
Charge the battery on (or immediately before) the day of use.

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a Setting the Date and Time

Set the current date and time correctly as follows if the [Date/Time] screen
is displayed when you turn the camera on. Information you specify this way
is recorded in image properties when you shoot, and it is used when you
manage images by shooting date or print images showing the date.

You can also add a date stamp to shots, if you wish (L[ 141).

@ < Date/time settings can be retained for about 3 weeks by the camera’s built-in
date/time battery (backup battery) after the battery pack or batteries are
removed.

* The date/time battery will be charged in about 4 hours once you insert a
sufficiently charged battery/batteries or connect the camera to an AC adapter
kit (sold separately, [[188), even if the camera is left off.

* Once the date/time battery is depleted, the [Date/Time] screen will be
displayed when you turn the camera on. Follow the steps in “Setting the Date
and Time” (LL116) to set the date and time.

For fully automatic selection at optimal settings for specific scenes, simply
let the camera determine the subject and shooting conditions.

1 Turn the camera on.

P> The startup screen is displayed.

2 Enter [AUTO] mode.

©® Press the <a> button repeatedly until
[AUTQ] is displayed.

® Aim the camera at the subject. The
camera will make a slight clicking noise
as it determines the scene.
