--------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------- Affecting the quality of life in our area:  We are getting reports of a few neighborhood curbsides littered with yard debris, household garbage, and/or some larger items.  So, we thought that a refresher as to what the acceptable  means of disposal are would be helpful to our  residents.  
Household garbage:   Picked up weekly.  Garbage/trash must bagged to minimize roadside litter during pickup and transportation to the landfill.
Yard Waste:  Picked up weekly.  Naturally occurring yard material only (leaves, branches, weeds, pine cones, etc.)  Bag, containerize, bundle or pile neatly at the curb in 4 feet by 4 feet piles.  Tree branches greater than 4 feet in length or 4 inches in diameter must be brought to the Edmund Landfill.
Recyclables:  Picked up every other week.
