(Payable on 
our website under Pages & Links/Documents) The first collection this year was Saturday, April 14, 2018.  The second and final 
collection this year will be October 13, 2018.  This is a new date to evenly spread them out.  Previously it was in December.

 Collection will begin at 9:30 AM on the designated day. 

 Items must be placed at the end of the driveway or at the edge of the road for pickup  
by 9:00 AM in case the trucks are running early. 

 Collection items must NOT include regular household trash.

 Mowers (MUST be drained of oil/gas) 

 Sinks/toilets/tubs 

 Clothing items (preferably bagged or boxed) 

 Car batteries 

 Carpeting (cut into manageable pieces & 
rolled up) 

 

Unacceptable Items 
 Tires 

 Liquid paint (cans must be opened and dried out with sawdust or kitty litter) 

 Any item containing gasoline, oil, or antifreeze 

 Dead animal carcasses 

 Human or medical waste
