LEXINGTON COUNTY NEIGHBORHOOD APPEARANCE DISTRICT ORDINANCE  
We applaud all the many residents of our 3 subdivisions for the efforts and and the attreactive appearance of their property.  This is what is needed to maintain and enhance our property values.  However, unfortunately, there are a few residences where the effort is sadly lacking and affecting not only their neglected property, but also their neighbors, who do a great job keeping their property lookimg great.  

Under ARTICLE 5, Chapter 1, Section 51.10 Standards Part b, the ordinance states  that “Grassed areas and lawns are to be maintained in a groomed condition nd not allowed to grow uncontrolled.  Landscaped areas and foundation plantings shall be properly maintained so that woody plant materials do no block ingress/egress to a residence or cause structural disrepair.   They shall also be predfominately free of uncultivated vegetation or weeds.“

We would like for all residents to be aware of the above provisions, because one of the main goals of this association is to keep our neighborhoods attractive and to maintain and enhance property values.  We do not want to report your property to the Lexington County Code Enforcement Office or to subject you to serious  fines.  Please be a good neighbor and keep your home and yard well maintained.  It should be noted that the above regulations apply to not only owner occuped residences, but also rental properties.
