
FDA Warns Nine Hand Sanitizers in the U.S. Are Toxic

The Food and Drug Administration is warning consumers about several types of hand
sanitizer made by the manufacturer Eskbiochem. The products may contain methanol, a
form of alcohol that can be toxic when applied to the skin or ingested.

Methanol can cause skin irritation, and if ingested, cause headache, dizziness, blurred
vision, kidney failure, coma and death, according to the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention. No amount of methanol in hand sanitizer is safe.
