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RENTING OR MANAGING 
      A SINGLE FAMILY HOME IN 
 THE FOUR SEASONS COMMUNITY.
WHAT LANDLORDS & PROPERTY MANAGERS SHOULD KNOW.

The governing documents of the Four Seasons Home Owners Association permit owners to “RENT or LEASE” their property, providing they abide by the guidelines of the CC & R’s. (Conditions, Covenants & Restrictions) 

GUIDELINES FOR RENTING
Property Management Companies  may be employed to manage the day to day activities
and work with the HOA when issues arise, but the Owners are the ultimate responsible
party when renting or leasing their property. Owners should inform the HOA of their decision to use a Management Company and provide the Management Company contact information, including contact person and phone number as well as a copy of the Management Agreement. 
1. “For Rent” or “For Sale” sign  no larger than 36” x 36” may be displayed on the front lawn..
2. Interior and Exterior maintenance and landscaping of a single family home is the responsibility of the home owner. Landscaping should be kept neat and clean.
3. Contacting the Office when you are renting your home may be beneficial as occasionally interested parties contact the office inquiring about places for rent.
4. Owners/Management Companies must perform a background check on perspective tenants and forward a copy to the FSHOA office along with the required tenant registration forms.

5. Owners must register their tenants (complete a Tenant Registration packet) each time the unit is leased or rented, and pay a $50.00 registration fee.

6. Owners are responsible for any damage caused by their tenants
7. Tenants are to abide by the same rules and regulations as owners. A “Welcome to the Four Seasons Community” pamphlet is available to print and distribute to the tenant at www.neighborhoodlink.com/Four_Seasons/pages&links
8. Any Owner who leases a residence or allows anyone other than members of the Owner’s family or a temporary guest to occupy a residence, hereinafter referred to as Tenants, shall register those Tenants with the Association within ten (10) days after the residence is leased or occupied by the Tenants as provided herein.  The registration provided by the Owner shall be in writing and shall specify the full name of each Tenant, the date of birth of each Tenant, all home and business telephone numbers of each Tenant, and the name, address, and telephone numbers of an individual to be contacted in the event of any emergency There will be a fifty dollar ($50.00) administrative fee charged each time a Tenant is registered with the Association and written registration shall not be accepted unless accompanied by the administrative fee.  A new registration form must be submitted whenever any of the information previously provided changes.
9. No animals, livestock or poultry of any kind shall be raised, bred, pastured, or maintained on any Lot, except household pets which may be kept thereon in reasonable numbers (3) as pet for the sole pleasure and use of the occupants, but not for any commercial use or purpose.  Birds shall be confined in cages.
10. It is the Owner’s/Management Company responsibility to insure that tenants that own pets, do so responsibly. Kennels are to be kept clean of animal refuse and sanitized on a regular schedule to eliminate odor. Pets are to be kept in a fenced enclosure or on a leash when in public areas. Violent or dangerous animals are not permitted on FSHOA COMMON PROPERTY. 
11. Parking should be limited to the driveway. Temporary parking is allowed along the street curb. Vehicles that are parked along the curb that restricts the flow of traffic or create a safety hazard are subject to being towed at the owners expense. Unlicensed vehicles parked at the curb will be towed at the owners expense. Absolutely no parking on lawn is permitted.
BY FOLLOWING THESE SIMPLE RULES EVERYONE INVOLVED WILL BE AWARE OF THEIR RESPONSIBILITY TO THE TENANT AS WELL AS THE HOME OWNERS ASSOCIATION.
