
NORTHPOINTE I RULES & REGULATIONS

Due to the special circumstances of cluster home living; maintaining the property values and insuring an attractive, uniform community, these rules and regulations in addition to those stated in the CC&R's and by-laws are necessary.  Fines will be $25.00 unless otherwise stated below.  Failure to correct the problem will cause triple amounts to be assessed.

It is the homeowner’s responsibility to make sure that their tenants receive a copy of the Rules & Regulations.  Notice of the violation will be sent to homeowner only.  Homeowners will be held liable for any violations committed by their tenants/guests.  

1. HOUSE EXTERIOR:


a.  
No exterior appearance of any home may be altered (whether temporary or permanent) without 



written approval of the Northpointe I Board.  It is the Homeowners' responsibility to maintain the 



exterior of their home (including gate and walls, sensor lights and house numbers).


b.  
Any addition, improvement, change, or installation to patio areas that can be seen over the patio 



wall, or from neighboring properties, requires prior approval (awnings or trellis included).  Trees 



and bushes inside the patio area must be maintained below the patio wall.


c.  
No individual homeowner is permitted to make changes or additions to any common property, 



including but not limited to, the planting of trees, plants and shrubs, or the adding of granite to 


any common grass or granite area without prior written approval of the Northpointe I Board.


d.  
Window screens are to remain on windows at all times and must be in good repair.  Bent, torn, or 



hanging screens must be replaced within 21 days.  Broken or cracked windows must be replaced 



within 21 days.


e.  
No sheet, foil, newspaper, torn curtain or drapes, etc. are allowed on windows longer than 21 days 



after the close of escrow.  Window tints (neutral colors only) must be kept in visibly good 


condition.


f.  
No cable or phone lines are to be installed without written permission from the NPI Board 


(including satellite dishes).

2.  COMMON AREAS:


a.  
No motor vehicles, trailer, camper, motorcycle, motorized scooter or skateboards, boat, etc. is to 



be parked or driven on common grass, gravel or sidewalk area at any time.  Violation carries an 



immediate fine of $100.00 plus cost of repair.   Motorized scooters or the building or use of 



ramps are strictly prohibited in the Northpointe I community. 


b.  
Gravel and shrub areas are off limits to children.  RIDING BIKES IN GRASS or GRAVEL area, 



or CLIMBING TREES, UTILITY POLES, in/on DUMPSTER or CARPORTS, ETC. IS not 


permitted.  BALL PLAYING MUST BE KEPT AWAY FROM HOMES AND VEHICLES (NOT 



IN DRIVEWAYS).  


c.  
No climbing up, over or on any Northpointe wall will be permitted at any time.  This is a serious 



safety hazard.  Anyone caught committing this violation will be fined $50.00.


d.  
Vandalism will carry AN IMMEDIATE FINE OF $100.00 plus repair costs.

e.  
Sidewalks, grass and gravel areas must be kept free of clutter and obstacles at all times.  No 



personal property, such as chairs BBQ grills, wading pools, bikes, plants, or toys may be left on 



common property overnight and must be put away at days end.  NO GARBAGE may be left on 



common property, or front porches.


f.  
NO BB guns, pellet guns, slingshots, archery, or golf equipment are permitted to be used on 



common property.


g.  
Illegal drugs will not be tolerated.  Consumption of alcohol by minors will NOT be allowed.

3.  VEHICLES:


a.  
Auto repairs are strictly limited to changing a flat tire, or jump starting a car.  All oil leaks onto 


parking spaces must be cleaned up with an oil absorbing material and maintained regularly.  



Maintenance, upkeep, and repair of damaged parking spaces due to leaking oil will be the 


responsibility of the owner/tenant.


b.  
No boats, trailer, campers, recreational, inoperable, or unlicensed vehicles are to be parked on 



common property.  Failure to remove within 48 hours upon written notice will cause the vehicles 



to be towed at the owner's expense.  No vehicle may be chained to any common post at any time.  



Second violation will result in immediate tow without notice.


c.  
Each homeowner is entitled to Two assigned parking stalls, so long as they are current in their 



homeowners' association dues.  Improperly parked cars may be towed immediately at vehicle 



owners' expense.  Guest parking spaces are available to guests only, with a limit of 48 hours.


d.  
The speed limit on NPI property is 10 mph.

4.  TRASH:


a. 
Several dumpsters are located throughout the development and are emptied three (3) times a 



week.  All garbage, refuse, etc is to be placed inside the City of Mesa dumpsters.  These dumpster 



are for normal household trash only.  Anyone leaving trash outside of the dumpsters, or placing 



large household items (including moving boxes) inside the dumpsters, will be fined $50.00 



immediately.

5.  PETS:


a.
All pets must be on a leash in your hand at all times while on common area.  IMMEDIATE 



removal of animal droppings is required as they occur.


b.
No animal is to be kept or tied outside any patio wall.

6.  NOISE:

a.
The operation of a radio, phonograph, television, musical instrument, other similar device, or 


creating a disturbance between the hours of 10:00pm and 7:00am in such a manner as to create an 


offensive or excessive noise plainly audible at a distance of fifty feet (50') from the building 


structure, vehicle, or property is prohibited, in conformance with Mesa City Ordinance Chapter 


12, Section 6-12-6(a).
