RULES, REGULATIONS, AND POLICIES 
UNIT OWNER AND TENANT INFORMATION 

FOR PARKVIEW TOWNHOMES ON WASHINGTON PARK 

Effective September 15, 2002


           These Rules and Regulations are made pursuant to the Declaration of Condominium for Parkview Townhomes on Washington Park, and shall apply to the Association properties, Condominium Property, the Common Elements, the Limited Common Elements, and the Units, and shall be deemed in effect until amended by the Board of Directors of the Association, and shall apply to and be binding upon all Unit Owners. The Unit Owners shall at all times obey said Rules and Regulations and shall use their best efforts to see that these rules are faithfully observed by their families, guests, and invitees, servants, lessees, and persons over whom they exercise control and supervision. The initial Rules and Regulations are as follows:
 
1. BUILDING APPEARANCE AND MAINTENANCE:


a) The streets, sidewalks, walkways, and entrances must not be obstructed or encumbered or used for any purpose other than ingress and egress to and from the Units, nor shall any carriages, toys, bicycles, wagons, shopping carts, chairs, benches, tables, or         any other object of a similar type and nature be left therein or thereon.

b) Personal property of Unit Owners shall not be stored outside their Units.  Unit Owners may keep normal porch furniture on their porches.

c) No garbage cans, supplies, containers, or other articles shall be placed in or on the walkways, decks and entry ways, nor shall any linens, cloths, clothing, curtain, rugs, mops, or laundry of any kind, or other articles be shaken or hung from any of the         windows, doors, walkways, balconies, decks or entry ways, or exposed on any part of the limited common elements or common elements; and the limited common elements and the common elements shall be kept free and clear of refuse, debris and other unsightly material.

d) No Unit Owner shall allow anything whatsoever to fall from the windows, walkways, balconies, decks, entry-way or doors of the premises, nor shall he sweep or throw from    his Unit any dirt or other substances outside of his Unit or on the limited common elements or common elements of the Condominium.

e) Refuse and garbage shall be deposited only in the area provided therefore.  All garbage must be bagged.

f) No Unit Owner shall make or permit any disturbing noises by himself, his family, servants, employees, agents, visitors, or licensees, nor do or permit anything by such    persons that will interfere with the rights, comforts or convenience of other Unit Owners. No Unit Owner shall play upon or permit to be operated a phonograph, television, radio or musical instrument in such a manner as to unreasonably disturb or annoy other occupants of the Condominium.

g) No exterior radio or television antenna installation, or other wiring, shall be made without the written consent of the Board of Directors.

h) No sign, advertisement, notice or other similar material shall be exhibited, displayed, inscribed, painted or affixed, in or upon any part of the Units, limited common elements or common elements by any Unit Owner or occupant without written permission of the         Association. Unit owners may use sale signage and other advertising materials while actively selling Units.

i) No inflammable, combustible, or explosive fluid, chemical or substance, shall be kept in any Unit or limited common element except those necessary and suited for normal household use.

j) Unit Owners, residents, their families, guests, servants, employees, agents, or visitors shall not at any time or for any reason whatsoever enter upon or attempt to enter upon     the roofs of the buildings.

k) Unit shall have window treatments at windows facing the street with a white facing/lining on the exterior.

l) Cars, Trucks, Commercial Vehicles. Recreation Vehicles, Motor Homes, Mobile Homes.

(i) Cars shall not be permanently parked in the common areas of the courtyard.  All vehicles owned by Unit Owners shall be parked in their designated parking garage

(ii) Cars owned by the guest of Unit owners shall not be parked in the common area of the courtyard for any amount of time greater than two (2) hours.  All vehicles must be removed from the common area in the courtyard prior to 9:00 pm CST.  Overnight parking in the courtyard area is prohibited.

(iii) No boat trailer or other trailer of any kind, camper, mobile home, motor home, commercial vehicle or any vehicle with more than two axles or disabled vehicle shall be permitted to be parked or stored in the Complex

(iv) No vehicle shall be parked anywhere but on paved areas intended that purpose. Parking on lawns or landscaped areas is prohibited.
2. ALTERATION OF CONDOMINIUM: 
a) Unit Owners are specifically cautioned that their right to make any addition, change, alteration, or decoration to the exterior appearance of any portion of the Condominium is subject to the provisions of the Declaration of Condominium. For example, no Unit Owner may install screen doors, or apply any type of film or covering to the inside or outside of window or door glass without the prior approval of the Association. All such additions, changes or alterations must be presented in writing to the Board of Directors for approval, accompanied by written plans or drawings and specifications. The Board of Directors shall approve such requests only if the Association is protected against or indemnified as to, mechanic's liens and/or claims arising from such work.
3. EMERGENCIES IN OWNER'S ABSENCE: 

a) In order that proper steps and procedures may be taken in a minimum amount of time during a situation whereby the Association may enter a Unit in the absence of the Unit Owner, the Association may retain pass-keys to all Units. If a Unit Owner changes their lock, they shall provide the Association with a duplicate key.
b) Any Unit Owner who plans to be absent from his Unit for an extended period of time must prepare his Unit prior to his/her departure in the following manner
(i) By removing all furniture, plants and other objects from around the outside of the Unit; and
(ii) By designating a responsible caretaker to care for his/her Unit should his/her Unit suffer any damage caused by storms, hurricanes, winds or other violent acts of nature. The association shall be provided with the name of each Unit Owner's aforesaid designated caretaker. Such caretaker will notify the Association prior to making any entry to the Unit during the Owner's absence.
4. PETS: The Board may impose reasonable restrictions upon how and where pets may be permitted upon the common elements.
a) ANIMAL - DEFECATION: If an animal defecates anywhere within the Condominium, the person who keeps that animal shall immediately collect and suitably dispose of the waste. 

b) ANIMALS - LEASHES: Any person keeping an animal within the Condominium shall leash or otherwise restrain the animal at all times. Animals may not be leashed to stationary objects on the Common Elements in excess of 15 minutes. 

c) ANIMALS - LIABILITY: Unit occupants shall indemnify the Association and the Board of Directors and hold it harmless against any loss or liability in the Association of any kind arising from an animal kept by Unit Occupants. 

d) ANIMALS - NOISE: No person shall bring or keep an animal within the Condominium, which frequently or habitually makes enough noise to disturb any other person within the Condominium. Unit occupants must cause the animal they keep to stay within the noise limits of this rule. If the problem is not corrected, the Board of Directors may require the unit occupant to dispose of the animal within ten days of written notice from the Association. 

e) ANIMALS - WHERE ALLOWED: Animals kept by unit occupants are not permitted in courtyards of the Condominium

5. DAMAGE TO BUILDINGS AND COMMON ELEMENTS: Any damage done to buildings or other Common Elements caused by an unit owner, his guests, tenants, family or animal shall be repaired at the expense of the unit owner. Damage done to Common Elements must be promptly reported to the Board.

6. DECKS -APPEARANCE/MAINTENANCE/REPAIR: Unit owners are responsible for the maintenance, appearance and structural integrity of their decks. Decks may not be painted and stained, but should be treated with clear sealants. 

7. INSURANCE- All units owners are required to purchase Home Owners’ Insurance

8. FEES ASSESSED TO UNIT OWNERS:
a) Late assessment payments – a $25.00 late fee each time an owner is more than 30 days late in payment.  

b) Courtyard parking – the first violation is subject to a $50.00 fine; subsequent violations are subject to towing (at the owners expense) and an additional $50.00 fine.

c) Pets – violation is subject to a $50.00 fine for each occurrence
