Green Tip:  Buy Now, Save Later with 
LED Christmas Lights 
 
Although LED lights cost about 50% more than regular lights, the 
savings over the long run more than makes up the difference. 
 
1. LEDs use 90% less electricity than regular Christmas lights.  

2. LEDs last for 100,000 hours, regular lights last about 2,000.  
(They will last about 25 years) 
3. Since LEDs use diodes, there are no filaments to burn out, 
thus no bulbs to replace  
4. Additionally, LEDs are safer since they do not get hot like 
regular lights.
