There may be a 50/50 raffle,
with tickets available at one
station, for $1.00 per ticket.

Since the event will end after
dark, we will arrange for
lighting at the locations. Thriffy
has offered ice cream to us for
the event.
The board allocated $200. for
the event in case donations from
the stores do not materialize.
We will have garbage cans in
strategic points around the food
areas. We are extending an
invitation to Squaw Peak
precinct for their presence.

While hunt-and-peck gardening
appeals to me, trying plant
combinations for color and
form,I love expanding my
information too. Recently I
visited the Desert Botanical
Garden site at http://dbg.org,
which specializes in the climate
and soil conditions of the
Southwestern United States. For
those with the time and interest,
they even have a certification
program through their Desert
Landscaper School. But you
don't have to sign up for the
school to gain a great basic
education in desert horticulture
touring their website.

There are special
classes, such as learning how to
identify native birds, how to
build a mosaic birdbath, aqd .

landscaping to attract birds. The
Garden has a plant hotline and
seasonal wildflower
information, by the way, at
(480) 941-1225, mon-fri, 1 0-
I 1:30a.m., year-round, except
holidays.

There is a page called
Good Growing Guides that is
organized into growing in
containers and in the ground.
When I checked out the
container page I learned a new
word: Euphorbia. I thought they
had misspelled euphoria, so I
had to look. They have
information on Christmas cacti
too. I knew about poinsettias as

the Christmas plant, but not
about Christmas cacti, did you?
The page includes information
on light, watering, fertilization,

blooming, repotting, pruning,
problems, and propagation
(better not let the kids see this
part).

One of my favorite
weird-looking trees is the
Boojum tree. Did you know
they grow well in Phoenix? I
just might plant one with all the
help I could get keeping it alive
and well. They don't care about
the soil they are planted in (as

long as it has good drainage)
and you don't have to prune
them.
