Two Robberies At Gunpoint!
CAPE HORN AVENUE: The morning of 11/17/09 two males forced their way into the home and robbed the family at gunpoint with a black semi-auto pistol.  Police were called and searched the area but results were negative.  Neighbors were questions by police but could not provide specific descriptions.
SURFWOOD AVENUE
The morning on 11/24/09 two men entered the home, tied up the homeowner and stole her car.  Police called for Sandalwood High School to be put on lockdown while  searching for the two men.  
What is happening to our subdivision?  What can you do to help police?  Please stay alert and watch for suspicious activity.  At the present time, Beachwood does not have an active “Neighborhood Watch” Program.  However, if you are home, you could be the “Window Watchers” looking out for unusual activities on your street.  The police have asked that we report any suspicious persons at 630-0500 anytime.  Be prepared to provide police with direction of travel, clothing description and best possible physical description.  You may remain anonymous.
If you have other suggestions to share, please come to the meeting on Dec. 15th and share them with everyone.  Citizen intervention equals crime prevention.
Prevent Shopping Crime

Individuals should not leave their purses or wallets unattended while shopping. Especially during the Holiday Season, criminals will be looking for the opportunity to victimize individuals that do not take precautions to minimize their risk of theft. 
Only carry a minimal amount of credit cards when out shopping. 

· Do not carry your Social Security Card or PIN numbers in your wallet or purse, leave these items in a secure place at home. 

· Taking the extra time to close your purse and keep it with you while shopping or in public places will reduce the opportunity for thieves to take wallets and other valuables. 
· Do not leave your purse or other valuables in plain sight unattended in your vehicle. Secure them in the trunk. 

· When possible walk to your car with someone or ask a store employee to walk with you to your car especially after dark. 

Individuals who are victims of purse / wallet theft or credit card theft should make a police report and contact their credit card companies to cancel the card and contact the three major credit reporting bureaus to place a fraud alert on the cards. For more information on Identity Theft and Credit Card Theft, contact your local Police Department or Sheriff’s Office or the Federal Trade Commission.
