Reimbursements for Island Maintenance

Our current OHHA reimbursement process for improvements made to the islands is as follows:  the Board must wait until enough dues have been paid to cover ongoing expenses, such as cutting and fertilizing the islands, then determine whether the budget permits additional expenses.  Once funds are available, they will consider the reimbursement requests submitted by homeowners, giving first priority to islands that have not had reimbursed improvements recently.  The homeowners requesting reimbursement will be asked to agree to maintain the improvements (we don’t want the plants to die!).  As indicated earlier in the newsletter, we will be reviewing this process this year.
