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Have you ever wondered about the history of your house?  Maybe you need to know its origi-

nal footprint for renovation purposes or have an interest in seeing how the neighborhood 

was laid out in the past.  You can discover a lot by using the Sanborn Maps, produced by the 

Sanborn Map Company, founded in 1867.  

 

 

Sanborn maps are large

-

scale maps with accurate details, and were usually drawn at 50 or 

100 feet to an inch.

 

 

Using color

-

coding, they show individual building "footprints," construc-

tion details such as building material (brick, wood, concrete, etc.), number of stories, loca-

tion of doors, windows, chimneys and elevators, garages and outbuildings.

 

 

They also show 

whether a structure is a dwelling, a school, a hotel, a church or a retail establishment.

 

 

Prop-

erties are shown by address and streets and railroads, docks and piers are clearly noted.

 

 

 

The Sanborn Map Company created maps of U.S. towns for insurance assessment purposes 

from 1883 until 1970.

 

  

Oklahoma City is among the cities that were mapped. The originals 

of these maps can be viewed by visiting the Western Historical Collection Museum at 630 

Parrington Oval in Norman (on OU’s campus).   They’re also available in digital format at the 

Oklahoma Department of Libraries.  For more information, contact Laura Martin at
