MINUTES FROM THE CVNA GENERAL MEETING, APRIL 21ST, 2010

FINACIAL REPORT: $862.39 in the CVNA account.  Five new members joined in March.  

OLD BUSINESS: 

CVNA BROCHURE:  The advertising efforts should cover the production costs.  Costs can be further deflected by investigating a local publishing house to either donate the printing costs, or barter for an ad in the brochure.  Any members with business contacts can approach the board with a business card for $10 per quarter to advertise.  We would like to include a recipe in each brochure as well, starting with Ms. Riddle’s coconut cream pie!  We will accept submissions immediately!

SPEED HUMPS:  Well, folks, people are slowing down now.

STREET LIGHTS:  Roger Kober and his committee of two (Fred Myers and Tim Clark) are calling this an on-going process.  Step one was figuring out where the lights already exist.  Roger made a wonderful big map, and charted the lights.  Step two is figuring out who has gotten together and are paying for some of the private lights.  He believes there are two on Senator, 1 on Lois, 1 on Cherita, and 1 on Adkins.  We would like to approach these people paying for these lights on their LG&E bill, and if they are members, see how we can relieve them of this expense.  If you would like to offer up specific information on who is paying for the privately installed lights, please contact Mrs. Pam Kober, Mr. Sam Moore, or Mrs. Kris Steitz.  In the meantime, if you are in need of lighting in your part of the subdivision, please encourage all your immediate neighbors to turn on their porch lights, and consider installing motion lights on the back part of your house or garage for extra security.  Kits can be purchased from any home improvement center, and the costs are minimal (we paid $20 for our motion detector).

HOMETOWN HAULING:  Approximately 35 people have switched to Hometown Hauling!  I have heard of only one error, and it was a miscommunication on the pick-up date.  Everyone else I have heard from (about 5 people, 6 including me) is happy with their new, fairly priced service! Remember, if you are a member in good standing with CVNA, your monthly waste collection cost will be $13.  Non-members are welcomed to switch with a monthly cost of $15.  The two dollar difference all but covers $1 of your annual dues for membership in CVNA.
NEIGHBORHOOD –WIDE YARD SALE:  During the April meeting, it was suggested that we hold the yard sale in June, on the weekend of the 18th, 19th and 20th.  Some would like to see it coincide with the neighborhood yard sale that happens in the St. Rita neighborhood, with the hopes that it would draw interest into our subdivision.  We would like everyone’s input on which weekend will work the best.  We are also checking into whether or not it will be necessary to have a permit to have cookouts and sell food.  One At – Large member is checking to see if an inflatable rental company would be willing to cut us a deal for renting a “bouncy” for the kids.  

NEW BUSINESS:

Talk is starting about how to organize a “Block Party” for Cheri Village residents.
