On August 28, 2010, several Clokey Park neighborhood homes received much needed improvements.

Organized by Prairie Avenue Christian Church and supported by Central Christian, Crestview Christian, Westminster Presbyterian, Mt. Use motion-sensor lights on the exterior of your home.


Use light-timers to give the appearance of an occupied home.


Less than one percent of all house breakings occur when the house is occupied.


When working in the yard, keep your house secure.


Keep Jewelry/money in non-conspicuous location. In other words…not in the master bedroom!


Don’t provide personal information over the phone unless you initiated the conversation.


If you list your phone number…only use your initials, not full name.


Responding to an Attack or Robbery


If you are being robbed…do not resist!


Give the robber what he or she wants.


Remember…your goal is to avoid injury.


Don’t carry anything of value that you are not willing to lose.


If you are being attacked…decide NOW how you will respond.


 Safety in these situations is a personal choice.


Only you can decide how to respond!


What is the intent of the criminal?


Your goal here is SURVIVAL.


Determine if a weapon is involved.


Is there one suspect or two?


How do you normally respond to threats?


What is your physical ability?


Where is the suspect trying to take you?


Do you really want to go!


After an Attack or Robbery


Don’t feel guilty or embarrassed.


Go to a safe place to report the crime.


Preserve all physical evidence.


Call the Police IMMEDIATELY.


Seek counseling…from professional or church official.


Remember…You can do everything right and still become the victim of a crime.

Self-protection and survival are an attitude.


Knowledge breeds confidence.


Confidence is the best deterrence.


Learn to recognize and trust your instincts.


Don’t become a willing victim.

	Since 1959, the City of Decatur has operated under the Council-Manager form of government, with six elected council members, a mayor and an appointed professional as a city manager. Nearly half of the cities in the United States over 2500 population have this form of government. Phoenix, Arizona is the largest city utilizing a council-manager system.


	A mayor serves as the presiding officer of the City Council, and also serves as the city’s ambassador and representative in local, state, and national levels. Responsibilities of the mayor and city council is to establish city policy, approve annual budgets and tax levy for the community, and work to plan for future city needs and projects. A professional city manager is employed to handle the day-to-day business of the city.


Mike McElroy has been a resident of the city of Decatur for 26 years. He is married to Lynne and they have one child. The McElroy family are members of Holy Family Catholic Church. McElroy is a 1970 graduate of St. Teresa High School and attended Danville Area Community College. McElroy is Vice President of Sales for Skeff Distributing Company and has been with the firm since 1989. Prior to his current position at Skeff, McElroy was employed at Earl Gaudio and Son (1982-1989) and RH Distributing Company (1978-1982) as Sales Manager and was Owner and General Manager of Tuna's and Big Loyds from 1975-1978.
